Whereas the Meeting of Our Parliament of Canada stands prorogued ta, Thursday, the

seventeenth day of the month of February, 1972, these Presents are therefore ta command and

enjoin you and each of you and ail others in this behaif interested that on the said Thursday, the

seventeenth day of the month of Fehruary, 1972, at half-past ten o'clock in the forenoon, at Our

City of Ottawa, personally you be and appear for the DESPATCH 0F BUSINESS, ta treat, do,

act and conclude upon those things which in Our said Parliament of Canada, by the Common
Council of Canada, may, by the favour of God, be ordained.

In Testimony Whereof, We have caused these Our Letters ta be made Patent and the Great Seal

of Canada ta be hereunto affixed. Witness: Our Right Trusty and Well-belaved Counsellor,

Roland Michener, Chancellor and Principal Companion of Our Order of Canada upon whom

We have conferred Our Canadian Forces' Decoration, Governor General and Commander-

in-Chief of Canada.

At Our Government Flouse, in Our City of Ottawa, this sixteenth day of February in the year of

Our Lord one thousand nine hundred and seventy-two and in the twenty-first year of Our
Reign.
