Mr. MacMillan: I am sorry, Mr. Horner, I
do not know.

Mr. Horner: I just wondered if you were
familiar with its place in the over-all opera-
tion of the Vancouver yard.

Mr. MacMillan: It can be serviced. It has
been serviced since it was built.

Mr. Horner: Oh, yes. It was built in 1916;
there has been very little money spent on it
in improvements.

Mr. MacMillan: Yes, that is correct.

Mr. Horner: I have a further question on
this section. I noticed on page 22 you deal
with the diesel engines and the costly pro-
gram of maintaining them. One thing that
was drawn to my attention by an engineer of
the railroad is that these engines for a long
time after they are purchased, have a plaque
on them saying that they are owned by—is it
National Trust or. ..
