
ment activities in these crucial sectors. No wonder they still remain so 
puzzling and so frustrating to us.

Yet, as we awaken to the urgent need for more research and development 
for social and collective purposes, we should not repeat the mistake of the 
past and think that this tragic gap in knowledge and understanding will be 
filled simply by devoting more money to science activities. We need more 
research, but not only that; we need good research and we need innovation. 
We must develop a coherent overall science policy so that we can not only 
meet our economic objectives more effectively but also more realistically face 
our mounting social problems.
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
