Mr. Forrestall: On a point of order, MTr.
Speaker, I just wish to make one observation;
that the report of the presence of Rear
Admiral William Landymore in this house is
absolutely unfounded and false. I speak as his
member of parliament when I say that.

Mr. Speaker: I have listened to the inter-
pretation of the article read by the Clerk of
the House, and it seems to be a reasonable
translation of the article as I read it when it
was brought to my attention by the hon.
member. The claim made by the hon. mem-
ber for Edmonton-Strathcona against a mem-
ber of the press gallery is, of course, a very
serious one and one that deserves considera-
tion, and certainly I do not think I should
make a decision immediately on such a very
serious matter.

I would ask the indulgence of the hon.
member and of the house to give me an
opportunity to study precedents on this type
of complaint and decide on the course to be
taken, namely whether I should decide that
there is a question of privilege and give effect
to the proposal of the hon. member for Ed-
monton-Strathcona that the member of the
press gallery be brought before the bar of the
house.

That 24 members of the House of Commons, to
be designated by this house at a later date, be
members of the said committee, and that standing
order 67(1) be suspended in relation thereto;

That the said committee have power to call for
persons, papers and records; to examine witnesses; "
to report from time to time; and to print such
papers and evidence from day to day as may be
ordered by the committee, and that standing order
66 be suspended in relation thereto; and to sit
during siitings and adjournments of the house;
and !

That a message be sent to the Senate informing
that house that the House of Commons do unite-
with the Senate ior the above purposes.
