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Questions
port permits are entitled to receive information on such
applications for export permits.

2. Yes. The information required from an applicant
for an export permit reveals the nature of the exporter's
private business transactions. The Government has an
obligation to maintain the confidentiality of this in-
formation so as to avoid injury to the commercial inter-
est of the exporter.

QUEBEC-EMPLOYMENT OF ENGLISH SPEAKING PROVIN-
CIAL AND CIVIC EMPLOYEES

Question No. 906-Mr. Mather:
In the expenditure of federal funds to promote bilingual

communication in Canada, has the federal government sought
and is it receiving co-operation from the Province of Quebec
in providing an increased number of English speaking public
service employees at the provincial and civic levels of govern-
ment?

Hon. Gérard Pelletier (Secretary of State): There is no
program designed specifically to help provinces in their
recruitment of employees of either language. However,
as part of a comprehensive approach to the development
of bilingualism in Canada, the Federal Government pro-
poses to help provinces which wish to expand their
bilingualism programs. In answer to requests from pro-
vincial governments, financial and technical assistance
would be available for language training programs for
civil servants, as well as for the training of the required
language teachers; a program would also be set up for
the training of provincial translators.
