So far as I ;mow, the University 
has 'olfilled its obligations in tills regard. Here unfortunately is a 
cas© where someone has evidently failed. Mr. "alter ms an exceptionally 
good candidate; it is quite evident that a delay at some point Ms not 
only prevented him from obtaining a good position, but has lost the 
Colonial Office a valuable se vanfe.

I am soriy to trouble you, but in view of the formal 
nature of this complaint I have no option but to ask in all deference 
that the matter be Investigated and that I be advised as to the result.
