MILITARY HONORS
FORF. 5. GODY

Splendid Tribute to Dead Av-
iator Who is Buried in

Soldiers’ Cemetery at
Aldershot.

ALDER&{-!OT, Aug. 11, — (Can,
Press).—The body of F. 8. Cody, the
Anglo-American aviator who was
killed here in a hydro-aeroplane ac-
cident on Aug. 7, was buried with
military honors in the soldiers’ cema-
tery here this afternoon. Lnormous
crowds lined the route of the funeral
procession, paying a splendid tribute
to the popularity of the dead airman.

The coffin was mounted on a gun
carriage afid covered with the Unifon
Jack. It was followed to the grave
by contingents of all arms and the
full strength of the royal flying
corps. As it passed the various bar-
racks in the camp the troops turned
out and stood with bared heads.

The pipers of the famous Black
Watch (the 42nd Highlanders)
headed the procession, playing a
Scottish ‘“lament,”” while the bands
of the other regiments played funer-
al marches. :
