she then being Alethea Sarah Ivy Arnold; and whereas
by her petition she has prayed that, on the ground of his
adultery since then, their marriage be dissolved; and
whereas the said marriage and adultery have been proved 10
by evidence adduced and it is expedient that the prayer
of her petition be granted: Therefore Her Majesty, by
and with the advice and consent of the Senate and House
of Commons of Canada, enacts as follows:—
