Beside him is Mr. James Rankin,
Manager of the Western Food Processors
Association and beside him is Mr. Arthur
Stafford who is the Manager of the British
Columbia Broiler Marketing Board.

The Chairman: Thank you, Mr. Pringle.
We did have some indication that the Abbots-
‘ford Growers Cooperative Union wished to be
represented here today.

I will recognize Mr. Park, President of the
B.C. Federation of Agriculture who will make
a brief opening statement.
