•he utmost difficulty that the Moslems 
wore prevented from firing upon the In­
surgents, and thus bringing about a hor­
rible slaughter. During the confusion 
girl was kidnapped by the Cretans, the 
insurgents followed the refugees, pressing 
tn upon their column, as far aa Spenlako, 
w here there is a gorge, which .was blocked 
by the escort after the refugees had pass­
ed. This prevented the Cretans from ad­
vancing further. ^

The embarkation on hoard the Trlnacarla 
began at 5 In the evening, and ended at 
9 /o’clock. After sunset the Cretans at 
Helino began to mnkp hostile demonstra­
tions towards the Moslems, and several 
shots were fired by them and several 
houses were burned. With a view to put­
ting a stop to these manifestations, the 
warships fired several rifle shots In the air 
and also fired one of their guns.

The Governor of Kandamos says that 
when the people In the town were relieved 
by the Europeans there were only seven 
boxs of cartridge lefgt, and that the gun 
ammunition was completely exhausted, 
thirteen persons had been killed and 29 
wounded since March 6. There were neith­
er bread nor rice in the town, but there 
was a plentiful supply of meat. The cor­
respondent says the refugees are rapidly 
debarking at Canea, and that the Trinacria 
will return to Selino for more.
