In answer ‘to (Lumtions by Hon. Mr. Gib-
#son, as to a method of arriving at the basis
of valuation for assessment purposes pro-
pesed by the deputation, several speakers
explained that the value would be estimat-
ed on the basis of the original cost, making
a due allowance for depreciation in value.
Mr. Gibson enquired if the value conferred
upon the plant by the chartéer of a com-
pany was to be an element of its assessed
value, and Mr. Fullerton and others replied
that ‘such was not the Intention, but that
the value be conferred upon the plants as
part of the business in which thelr owners
were engaged—really as part of a going
concern.

The Companies’ View,.

Hon, Mr, Gibson sald the companles
would likely advance an argument that the
assessement of plant was now greatly In
excess of what had been contemplated Wwhen
they had entered into-thelr agreements with
the municipalities. At the time they made
such agreements this taxation was not an-
ticipated,

As far as Toronto was concerned, Mr.
Fullerton said that, with the exception of a
clause providing that the school taxes paid
by the Street Rallway Company should. all
&0 to the Public 8chools, there was not one
ftem in any agreement with any of the
(ompanies under cousideration mten'ln’;
to taxation. He pointed out that no muni-
ci?umy could grant exemption from taxes
without special legislation.

The “Scrap Iron” Division.

The deputation claimed that street cars,
now exempt as personalty, were not so In
accordance with the intention of the act
and tha% they should be assessed. In show-
ing the effect of the ‘“‘scrap iron'’ decision
of the courts, Mr, Fullerton pointed out
that prior to the decision, the ronto Raile
way Company had accepted $6300 per mije
as a falr assessment of Its tracks, but by
the decision the value had been cut to
$900 a mile. Mr. White gald the corpora-
tions were at present escaping with a
seventh or an elghth of what thelr assess-
ment ought to be. The desire of the depu-
tation was simply that corporations should
be assessed the same as any one else.

Vagaries of Assessment.

City Solicitor Meredith of Lendon eriti-
cized the decision of the judges, which per-
mits a corporation plant to be assessed by
wards, He sugggsted, for Instance, a
manufacturer who might have a place on
the boundary of #wo wards and possibly
one part of a machine might be In one ward
and another part in another ward. 7Then
the assessment would have to be made on
the value of the machinery, iIf it was cut
In_two.
