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SIR CHARLES TUPPER’S CONDEM.
NATION OF THE GOVERNMEN .
The Liberal-Conservative ' Assoclation of

Ward 1 are to be congratulated on the'suc-
cess of their open air meeting in Riverside:
Park last night.
turnout of people from all sections of the
city and‘from the enthuslasm displayed by
the great crowd-it was manifest that the
city of Toronto still retains its old-time loy-
alty for the Conservative party and its
leaders. The omly regrettable feature of the
meeting was the inability of so many thou-
sands to hear the speakers. Those who ar-
rived at the scene of the demonstration be-
fore dusk had a beautiful landscape - picture
unfolded to them. The view from the park
up the Don Ravine was most plcturesque.
Ward 1 can safely boast of having one of
the prettiest scenic effects In the vicinity
of this city of parks and natural beauty
spots. Citizens who had never visited the
locality before were surprised that any-
thing so picturesque and beautiful could ex-
ist “over the Don.” The view from the
park certainly rivals anything to be seen
in Rosedale,

Sir Charles Tupper had to limit his re-
marks to one hour, but during that time he
was able to make out a strong indictment
against the Government. In the first part
of his speech he showed that the Govern-
nent had tnitiaved no legislation that had
added to the prosperity which the country is
enjoying. The preferential tariff has not
Incréased the exports from Great Britain
into Canada by a single dollar, while the
exports. from the United States to this
country have increased over twenty ‘-uil-
lions. 8ir Charles was correct In saylag
that the preferential tariff was Indicative of
nothing but sham loyalty to the Mother

Vi

Country.

The claim that the Government had bene-
fited the country by its cold storage policy
Sir Charles showed to be exaggerated. In-
stead of giving the country an efficient
cold gtorage service between Canada and
Great Britain, the Government, by failing to
establish a fast Atlantle service, has de-
layed and killed the rapid and effective
system that the late Government were on
the eve of introducing by the closing of
the contract with the Allan Company for
the establishment of a fast Atlantic ser-
vice, one of the conditions of which was
that the steamships should be provided with
all the cold storage facllities that the Gov-
ernment might demand.

As for the extension of the Intercolonial
Rallway to Montreal, instead of benefiting
the cduntry, that move has increased the
deficit for the operation of that line $200,-
000 more than it ever was before.

8ir Charles roundly scored the Govern-
ment for its ante-election promises of eco-
nomy. Whereas Sir Wilfrld Laurler had
undertaken to economize to the extent of
from one to three millions; the expenditure
for the coming. year would be 14 millions
more than it was during the first year of
the Government’s existence,

Sir Oharles strongly denounced the Foy.
ernment’s railway policy, showing that it
was inconsistent with the prineiples of the
party while in opposition. .When the Paci-
fic Railway was building The Globe de-
fdounced the bonusing of rallways as being
the source of jobbery, peculation and cor-
ruptioni During the present session, how-
ever, the Government had granted more
bonuses than the late Government had
during any similar period. \

Finally, S8ir Charles referred to the elec-
tion scandals that are being brought home
to the Liberal party. He rightly charac-|
terized these as being the most disgraceful
of any election frauds in the history of
Canada.

SPEAKER EDGAR’S DEATH.

The news of Speaker Edgar’s death will
be received with regret all over Canada, but
especlally In this Province and city, where
he Is so well and favorably known. The
deceased gentleman had few enemles and
many friends. As Speaker of the House,
Sir James BEdgar decided the points that
came before him with judicial impartiality,
glving equal justice to both parties. Al-
though failing in health for a long time,
he kept loyally at his post, and only gave
up when it was physically impossible for
him to attend to his duties any longer. His
many friends will regret his taking off
while still in the prime of life.
