“That, in the opinion of this House, 
the time .has. arrived when a fixed and 
definite line of action should be un­
dertaken on the question of transporta­
tion of grain and other commodities of 
the Northwest Territories, Manitoba 
and the Western States, with a view to 
centering the same to the greatest yos- 
alble extent In Canadian Channels.”
He referred to this as the largesdfeies- 

tiion in the public eye of Canada. The Gov­
ernment policy had so far given no hope 
that there Is fixity or definiteness in sight. 
Political considerations are allowed too 
much sway. In the year 1800 nearly 200,- 
000,000 bushels of grain passed thru the 
port of Buffalo. The secret of the success 
of Buffalo was that tihe railways and ship­
ping Interests worked hand-in-hand. Large 
vessels have been built, and only for ves­
sels of this class is there a public call to­
day. The capacity of railways cars and 
locomotives has also ben Increased on 
the other side, the general result being 
cheap freighting by boat end rail. Ocean 
rates also are cheaper from New York and 
other American ports than from Canadian 
ports. By these means Buffalo has been able 
to attract the bulk of the trade of the w<>st, 
and draw away some of the Canadian trade 
from Port Arthur and Fort William. Only 
V,000,000 bushelç of grain passed down the 
St. (Lawrence Canals last year. The canal 
trade is going down to such an extent* as 
to stamp failure upon the Canadian canal 
system. The shipping interests at Mont­
real have been bewildered by the vacillat­
ing policy of the Government. The ports 
of St. John and Halifax had been similarly 
bothered. The largest vessel that passed 
down from the upper lakes to Montreal last 
season carried only 45,000 bushels of grain,
