To-Day.

TOWN COUNCIL TRANSACT BUSINESS

And Present "Ex-Mnyor Armstrong

Toronte Junction, June 1.—The first day
of June sees the first move towards the
break-up of the strike situation, A confer-
ence between the brick manufacturers and
the brickmakers was held to-day, by which
it was arranged that the workmen at Wake-
fleld's and Townsley’'s brickyards will re-
turn to work in the morning at an increase
of 2c¢ per 1000 all round.

At a meeting held to-night a con-
ference has been arranged for the morning
dealing with the brickyards of Pears, Ma-
son, Brown and the Outario Paving Brick
Company, at which it is expected that simi-
lar increases will be allowed to the men.
Concessions have been made by both sides,
and it Js ikely that the brickmaking season
will cominence dn earnest within the next
24 hours, It is understood that in the ar-
rangement made the uzion is not to be rec-
ognized.
