In 1885 Koch was appointed to a
professorship .at the University ot
Berlin, and in 1891 was made director
of the Bacteriological Institute at
RBerlin.

South Africa to study rinderpest, and
in 1897 to German East Africa to study
malaria. His works include “On Chol-
era Bacteria,” 1886; “On Bacteriologl-
cal Investigation,” 1891: “Investigation
of Pathogenic Organiem,” 1886.

It was eaid last night that the lad
also had a quantity of sulphur which
will also explode when united with the
potassium chlorate, which he is known
to have had on him, but in that cags
the chemicals refyuire heavy friction,
and even then the explosion iz not
vinlent enought to sause a eerious re-
sult.

()Jm‘dlngh critical, owing to the
danger of-septic poigoning and the se-
vere shock sustained, VFor the same
reason, the injuries of the others are
more serioug than the mere wounds
would otherwise be.
