Extended to the Limit to Beat 
Hamilton at the 

Arena.
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Cl.'scago. Dec. 14.—There will be dSf 

curtailment of the playing season, .no 
slashing cf 11k Vtayer limit, nor limita­
tion of the training season In the major 
leagues next year. The club owners of 
the National and American Leagues de­
cided at their Joint meeting here today 
that there was no cause for alarm about 
baseball at present They agreed that 
If the war forces them to retrench It 
will be time enough to adopt a war policy 
when the: actually face conditions.

The two leagues decided to Open the 
1918 season on Tuesday, April 16, a week 
later titan last year, and to play a 154- 
game f-cloWule, which ea been te pro­
gram for years.

The Nut.tonal League agreed to the 
Amer let n League plan for the collection 
of tile federal war tax. It was decided 
to collect only what the government im­
poses—three çents on bleacher seats, five 
cents on pavilion seats, eight cents on 
grind stand and ten cents on box seats.

The leagues also decided to collect a 
ten-Cent tax on every free admission. 
There is cve^y .indication that the plan 
for a new division of the world’s series 
price, which previously had been op­
posed by President Johnson of the Amer­
ican League, will be adopted. President 
Johnson and August Hdïnmann, president 
of the Cincinnati Nationals, arid cheir- 
ma of the Natloal Baseball Commission, 
were empowered to not on the advisabil­
ity of adopting the plan, which -provides 
that the fou: first division clubs in the 
two leagues shall share in the purse.

"I was much impressed with the 
thought," President Johnson said tonight. 
’Tt carre from Mr. Herrmann, and I be­
lieve 1 shall vote for it. We purpose 
puollh gthe world’s series money and also 
the receipts of city series, which will 
make a rich prize.”

Chairman Herrmann believes the plan 
will preclude a more spirited race in both 
tesgwes.
