The control may be in the
States, of the C.P.R. was at one time
in Germany. We must own them our-
selves. Bonds issued to build state rail-
Jvays may be held out of the country;
stock that. conirols them should never
be allowed to go out of the country. Lord
Shaughnessy is bound to think more of
his shareholders’ interests no matter
where they live than of the Canadians
who aré scrved by that road) Germany
controls cur nickel mines, and ghe could
buy up our railways tomorrow by way
of agents in the United States. Boston
telegraplr and telephone interests control
the cable, telegraph and telephones that
serve Canada. Tho empire must own
the cables. Our great Canadian Pacific
has its closest allies in 'Wall street, not
in Canada. A state that owns its rafl-
ways can assist therewith in promoting
foreign trade; in glving the best freight
charges on her exports, and on her raw
products from other countries needed for
her manufacturers. Germany uses
this 1o the great advance of her
wealth and interest. National raflways
have made Germany able to defy the
werld.

Take Over Our Rallways Forthwith.

And now let me apply what I have
sald to the situation at home, and make
myself up-to-date in regard to public
ownership of railways in Canada.

And Mr. Dunne gave his wl}ole case
away when he said they now had pub-
lic regulaticn. But this public regula-
tion was attained and secured by the
people as against the  1iailways, and
forced out of them; Mr. Dunne now makes

a virtue of what he not long ago re-

girded as a crime. But whoever Jjus-
tifies public’ regulation must be pre-
pared to go the whole distance and Jus-
tify public ownership. Public ownership
is but the completion. of public regula .
tion and control.

And one other thing said by him do I
wish to discuss, and that is the intro-
ducing of politics and political corrup-
tion. I was eorry to bear Him, an Am-
erican, and therefore a republican of the
United States, declare bis lack of faith
in the democracy of the United States.
He wag afraid of the people, most of all
of the corrupt reople! I take full respon-
sibilities when I say that the railways
have been the greatest source ' of the
widespread corruption that has prevail-
ed in the United States. They are not
able now to do so much in congress, but
they have demoralised ncarly every leg-
islature in the United States. The source
of political corruption  in nearly every
case has been the man who found the
money, and not the man who took it,

And the railways are more or less blame-

worthy in this country, The Canqdlun
people are not the source of corrupiign
that prevails here, and once you remove
the source of corruption the corruption
itself must largely disappear.

Nor does it follow, as Mr. Dunne says,
that politics must necessarily get into
the administration of public owned rail-
ways. They can be absolutely separated
and kept as a business proposition, just
as it has been done in Australia and New
Zealand and in the countries of Europe.
Give men like Lord Shaughnessy and
his assistants or men like Mr. Chamber-
lin of the Grand Trunk, Mr. Hanna of
the Canadian Northern or Mr. Gutelius
of the Intercolonial full control, . ard
back them up with legislation taking
our railways out of politics, " 8nd I have
no fear of public ownership in this
respect. But that is another question
that must be discussed some other day.

The
prime minister stated afterwards thar
mast of the charges wore true. but
they were so, small in compitrison with
the big thing - that General Hughes
had dene that they had made an ef-
fort ‘to patch up. the troubles. And
in this they had been successful. kric-
tion of a similar natvre continued
thruvut until now.
