RABBI AMDUR ON
THE FEAST OF
PENTECOST

Eloguent Lecture in the Hazen
Avenue Synagogfie Last
Night Upon the Pentecostal
Ce.ebration and its Meaning.

In connection with.the observance of the
Feast of Pentecost by the Hebrews spci-

al services are being héld 'in ‘the syna-|.

gogues morning and night commencing last
night and ending tomorrow. -

In the Hazen Avenue synagogue last
evening the rabbi, Beérnard L.' Amdur; de-
livered the following lecture:

After an unbroken cycle of thifty two
centuries, the festival of Pentecost is once
more celebrated by the whole house of
Israel. Of all our national institutions or-
dained as'a means of reflection, none is
more inspiring and’ thought compelling
than Pentecost .(shavous). It opens up
avenues of thought and emits a flood of
light and truth in the hearts of those who
heretobefore were fated to linger in an
irredeemable desert of darkness and the
bane of ignorance. No pen, whatever its
vigor and pliancy, can adequately describe
the . universal jubiliation through the
length and breadth of the world, the great
event of/ promulgation of the Decalogue
before an awesstricken people and whose
hearts then palpitated with irrepressible
emotion of awe and gladness.

The sublime and eternal laws of Sinai,
constitute the great charter of Israel, that
inculcates the duties of domestic chastity,
the safety of human life and property, and
preaches with no uncertain voice of the in-
violability of human freedom and trespass-
ing upon human econsvience. - The ten pro-
nouncements form the basis of all legisla-
tion passed as a code for human guidance,
civil as well as religious, though ‘all times
and climes.

If T did not believe, that mankind is one
on earth below, as God is one in heaven
above, you would not find me where I
am this hour. If I did not believe this, I
could not preach from this pulpit. If I
did not believe that men are jessentially
the children of the same God, I should
seek some other pursuit in life. I might}
find some justification for that plundering|
body that rob their fellowmen, because
they 'do not believe in the Fatherhood of
God and brotherhood of man.

In spite of the fdct that all men form
a common brotherhood I do not mean that
all men are alike, think alike or believe
alike, I could not wiéh 'all of them to.be
alike in every particular. “ There is plenty
of room in this wide universe for the dif-
ference of opinion, thought, action and
speech. - Nature never intended all of us
to be alike. There are no two faces alike
in this ‘room, in this eity, or in any other
city of the land. Chemistry tells that no
two particles of sand are exactly alike.;
Two. children born . of jthe same parents.
within a year or. twa.of each other are
as dissimilar' as any twi objects in this
world can ever be. )

Nature abhors sameness, it loathes uni-
formity. The law of nature has estab-
lished the eonditiond that render it im-
possible to ‘fit all feet:' with the same
shoes, and we cannot fit all minds with
the same ideas. A family may consist of
fifteen children, but no: two. are 'alike, a
congregation may consist of a thousand
and no two are altogether alike, but this
is nature’s way, another way would be
undesirable. But amid all the diversity
we find in nature, we find harmony, nev-
ertheless. We have about ninety keys on
the piano, 49 white and 36 black and some-
times a 3rd of an octave more. From each
key a different tone is produced. Imagine
one attempting to play Beethoven’s sym-
phony with.one finger on one key all day
long. That would be uniformity, same-
ness, monotonous. By the combination of
keys each producing a different sound, we
enjoy the beautiful harmony of that grand
symphony. Thus should it be among men.
For, in spite of all the differences of opin-
ion that exist we are all one mankind. One
God -above; one mankind on earth is the
exposition of the Decalogue. ' 1 recollect
a story once read of Norman McLeod, the
private chaplain-of Queen Victoria. He
was travelling over the Highlands of Scot-
land while a heavy mist hung all around.
In the distance he saw:.a moving object,
and being unarmed, he feared that some
wild beast was coming towards him to
tear him in pieces. He stood still, saw the
object approaching, ‘and by exerting his
eyes he saw that it was the form of a
man. Then his heart agdin palpitated with
{ear that it might be some robber ad-
vancing, but as soon as the man came
nearer, McLeod saw that it was his own
brother. So we feel about humanity.
When the mists of superstition of ignor-
ance and prejudice, hang over men we
think our fellowmen are beasts, when the
mist begins to clear a little we still feel
inimical, and our sentiments are antagon-
istic; but when light comes and we under-
stand one another we see that all men al-
though different in ideas are brothers.
For there is but one mankind on earth,
and one God above and all men are His
children. ‘I can easily understand why
the fraternity of nations, the unity of
mankind on earth was thought impossible
until now, I ‘can perfectly comprehend
why such a teaching in uncivilized. ages
was deemed a fiction, but I cannot under-
stand why this should not be accepted
now. When men were dwelling remotely
one from the other, when crossing of the
ocean was a perilous journey, when rail-
roads did not pass through the deserts, T
understand that races were hostile one to
the other, they did not understand each
other, and the interest of one thought ad-
verse to the interest of the other. But to-
day we are civilized, we understand each
other fairly well; today, when we are go-
ing to Paris for our fashions; and to Italy
or our singers, and all over the world for
supplies. (’l‘oday when the nations are in-
terwoven| in commerce and the oceans
bridged for our material interest; should
it not make any intelligent man weep for
very sorrow at the stupidity of those who
make themselves heard in their cry: Am-
erica for Americans, Canada for Canadians
only. Te still the mist of prejudice and
gelfishness hanging around us, to mistake
our fellowman as a beast or ememy? Our
gates are wide open for import® of all
provisions, supplies cattle and live stock,
but we close our doors for the lives of
human beings. The unfortunate honest
brother who comes to our doors from
those lands where the lives of human be-
ings are at the bottom of the scale, in the
hope: to find their blessed haven in the
land of milk and honey. But on their
first arrival from a journey beset with

Away from physicians,
another ordeal stares the fellow man in
the face, it is the money question which
means nothing short than, if you have no
money you need not come to our shores.
Some of our present day thinkers ascribe
the disuniting force -between, man and
man to religion. Religion, they assert, has
get man against man and brother against
brother alluding to many bloodsheds, hate
and even murder'perpetrated in the name
of religion which should instead unite
men in justice and love to another. This
idea is very shallow, and proves'the weak-
ness in their upper story. Religion is in-
tended to be a tie, a bond between man,
it is the link that fastens the tie of all hu-
manity for -the general and moral uplift-
ment of society, but it is for the false in-
terpreters of religions spirit that men sep-
arated from men. Some administrators of
religion bave taught that there is"only
one road to go to heaven and that is by
the way they have paved. They have said
that all those who are of their- belief are
saints, while all others are sinners. They
have shown no brotherhood nor peace on
earth, but hate, contempt and disdain to
all who protest; and that false spirit will
go on, separating men just as long as men
are taught to believe their own doctrines
taught of men—the only correct and all-
compelling to the exclusion of all others.
Religion is misunuderstood. Religion is
not what a man ‘says he believes; it is
not the articles of faith a man professes.
But it is the expression of the belief ex-
hibited in the life he leads. A good man
has a good religion. "A bad man can say
that he believes with all his heart and
soul; but his life gives the falsehood to
his utterances. A good man may say
that he does not accept the utterance of
. the church and pulpit, yet his life is the
expression of the faith taught by religion.
This was the trumpet call of Moses and
the prophets,. that unless righteousness is
done, unless exact justice is established to
all, unless love is shared between man and
man there can be, and there is no other
worship than idols. I recall a fact when
the great fire destroyed Chicago, men help-
ed each other without stopping to ask for
their faith and creed; the same was the
case in New York and Philadelphia. We
have also read how the Sunday following
the tertible disaster in San Francisco was
gpent. Divine services were held in the
open air, the people worshipping together
vegardless of seeking each his or her de-
nomination, thoughtless of how and where
they worshipped ordinarily,-and I venture
to opine that our heavenly Father accept-
ed that worship as a sweet oftering of
broken hearts of his children sighing to-
gether—suffering and feeling iogether.
Here the question forces itself upon our
mind, why cannot men feel for each other
at other, times, when all is tranquil, when
sweet calm pervades our soul and being?
I do not mean to say that each shall yield
a little from his faith and blend the rest
into one '‘denomination, into one agreeing
religion. That will never be—it need never
be, and by preaching of one mankind, it
is not my wish that Jews shall be’ less
Jewish, but more so. It is not my aim

turning to the clergymen, he added: “I
see Jew, Catholic and Protestant here side
by side. That sight is pleasing to me, if
you have any quarrels, have them in hea-
ven, but let us have peace and good will
here on earth.”” and this was true. Is it
not absurd in the presence of human want,
human misery, to draw dogmatic differ-
entiations? Would it not be ridiculous to
speak of Jewish hunger, of Christian pov-
erty. Would it not be utterly contrary to
reason for men of the present day to speak
of Baptist tuberculosis, or Presbyterian
typhoid, Jewish rheumatism, Episcopalian
appendicitis. We need this statement to
prove the fallacy. But there is of great
moment to speak of the prevailing state
of affairs of the general human disease—
heart failure. There is no scarcity of mind
today, but there is a woeful want of
heart. We are very busy etnlarging the
mind and we must of necessity fall short
of broadening the heart. Not all broad-
minded are broad-hearted. What a sweet
world ours might have been today had the
culture of the heart been equal to that
of the mind.

Heart culture should have a place in
our curriculum of studies. We have gym-
nastics for the limbs and 'acrobatic feats
for the mind, why not have exercise for
a good heart. And we need more heart
in our intercourse with our fellowmen.
We have heard too much of the doctrine
“Fach for-himself, and the devil take the
hindmost,” it is a doctrine that may fit
well enough into the life of the brute, but
it is the distinction of man that he alone
is possessed of the sense of fellow-feeling.
And he alone is a man who shows his
manhoed by active eympathy with his fel-
lowman. Tolstoi tells us that one day a
beggar asked him for a kopeck. “Brother,”
said Tolstoi, after searching in his pockets
in vain for a piece of money, I have not
a coin with me.”” “You have given me
answered the beggar, “more than
anyone has yet given me, you mave call-
ed me ‘brother,”” and he walked with a
firmer, prouder stép than at the time he
approached him. How many are not wait-
ing to be called “brother,” “sister,” this
very day, by you, by me, how many of
them would not walk more proud and
erect by reason of such greeting.

Let this day of -‘Pentecost, the day on
which the sublime words of God were re-
vealed to Israel, remain indellibly impress-
ed upon our mind and heart to fully com-
prehend its divine truth. May it com-
municate light and inspiration to all man-
kind as on the day they were uttered,
that each shall remain loyal to the high-
est teachings of his faith. Prejudice, ani-
mosity and disdain will then be banished
from the hearts of men, and justice should
be equally distributed among all men.
