| French Negroes Cited for Bravery
1 at Verdun and en the Aisne !
| ' ‘

1

French Front, Sept. 30 (Correspon-
dence of The Associated Press.)-—Two‘;
hundred and sixty-four personal cita- |
tions for bravery have been won by the |
negro soldiers of a single Somali bat- |
talion since it landed in France in June,
1916. Of these citations, 190 were,
gained in the fierce battles in the vi-
cinity of the Aishe and the remainder
in the neighborhood of Verdun.

The Somalis, many of whom were re-
cruited in British Somaliland, are very
independent in character, and find, the
discipline of an organized .army Very,
severe. Their French officers, however,
are accustomed to deal with these free-,
dom-loving tribesmen, and, by appeal-
ing to their pride of race and their self-
respect, obtain their devoted obedience
to such an extent that they rapidly be-
come excellent soldiers. These men
learn to handle modern infantry wea-
pons quicKly, and furnish many spe-
cialists in the' grenade-throwing, rifle, |
and machine-gun sections of French |
regiments, for the men are of very high!
intélligence and are full of natural in-|
itiative—very valuable adjuncts.in these
branches of fighting—while at hand- |
grenade throwing they:- are seeond to't
none in the army.

The Somalis, who: are strict Moham-
medans, never touch wine or alcohol.
In fact they look on any man given to
intoxication with the greatest disdain.|
They are self-sacrificing to a degree, as
was evidenced during their attack on
La Bovelle, when they had to clear out
the shelters in a trench which they
had just captured and which were still
full of Germans who had taken refuge
there from the bombardment. One of
their European sergeants was about to
enter a dugout known to be full of
armed enemies when he was pushed
aside by a Somali private with the ex-
clamation, “Let me go first. You are a|
married man.”

A widely prevalent fallacy has charg-
ed the” negroes with savagery against
their captives. Their officers say this
charge has been disproved time and
again after fights at Verdun, in Cham-
pagne and north of the Aisne. The
/Agsociated Press correspondent saw
negro troopers bringing in batches of
prisoners after a battle at La Bovelle,
when a French'artilleryman approached
them to take one of the prisoner’s shoul-
der straps as a souvenir. One of the
negro escort, however, became indig-
nant and shouted.

“QOver there in the trenches you might
have taken one, but now that the Ger-
mans are prisoners they must be pro-

BRAZIL STRIPS
GERMANS CLEAN

Cengiess Adopts Stringent Meas-
ures Against Enemy Aliens in
Country '

!

Rio Janeiro, Nov. 7.—All the mea-
sures recommended to the Congress by
President Braz as reprisals -against Ger-
man aggressions have been agreed to

by the committee of the chamber of
deputies. These included annulment of |
contracts for public works entered into!
with Germans; prohibition of new landi
concessions to German subjects; con- |
trol of German banks and the eventual
annulment of their licenses; extension of |
these measures to German commercial |
firms; prohibition of the transfer of
ownership of German properties; and
the internment of German suspects. In
addition, the committee of action au-
thorizés the government to nullify all
contracts with Germans.

At another meeting tomorrow, fur-
ther measures will' be adopted by the
committee.

Great Britain, according to the news-
papers, has offered to supply Brazil
with all indispensable products, such
as coal. She has also offered the nation
the use of personal property, real estate
and capital which the British own in
Brlazil.

In response to a message of relicita-
tion from the King of England Presi-
dent Wenceslao Braz declared in a mes-
sage to the King that, forced to enter
the war by the unceasing acts of Ger-
many  against civilization, Brazil would

join the allies in defence of the rights
of humanity. 5

Report for Service

or Claim Exemption

Under the Military Service Act, 1917,

British Subjects who are bachelors
and widowers without children (not
otherwise excepted) who were 20 years
old on the 13th October, 1917, and whose
34th birthday did not occur before Janu~
ary 1st, 1917, MUST report for service
or claim exemption, on or before

November 10th, 1917

All that is needed immediately is for the
report or claim to be made on the forms
obtainable at any Post Office in Canada,
and left with the Postmaster for trans-
mission.

Every man in Class One must report
for service or claim exemption not later
than Saturday. '
