It is said 
this decision has been communicated to the Greek government.

This information was conveyed, the correspondent asserts, in 
a friendly note from the British and Russian ministers at Athens to 
the Greek government. The note is said also to have pointed ont 
that the Quadruple Entente's interpretation of Greece’s treaty obli­
gations to Serbia apparently was not in conformity to. that of the 
Greek government.

Rochester, N. Y, Oct. 19—Highway­
men sandbagged Newton Hoffman, 
twenty-two years old, as he stepped 
from a train at South Avon last night 
and/ wired him, head and foot, to the 
tracks.
