He tried a number of occupations, in­
cluding employment with the street rail­
way company here as conductor. About 
two years ago he left for Denver, in the 
hope that his health would improve. A 
few days ago Mr. Carr received a telegram 
telling of his serious illness, and this was 
followed today by the news of his death. 
Mr. Moran was about twenty-five years 
old, and as far as is known left ho rela­
tives. Burial will take place in Denver.
