NEW REGULATIONS S T0
BISCUITS AND SUCH THINGS

Ottawa, April 29—New regulations
governing the manufacture of ice cream,
candy, cake, crackers, biscuits, pastry,
confectionery, ete, issued. by .the, Canada
Food Board, provide that on and after
June 1 no person in Canada shall use in
the manufacturing for sale, of biscuits,
cakes or sweet dough products, more
than 80 per cent standard wheat flour.
A single exception is made in the case
of soda biscuits, in which the proportion
may be 90 per cent.

On and after May 1 it will be illegal
%o use more than 100 pounds of jcane
sugar and forty pounds of shortening to
200 pounds of flour and substitutes in
the manufacture of any biscuit product.
Similarly, net more than 100 pounds of
cane sugar and sixty pounds of shorten-
ing may be used to 200 pounds of flour
and substitutes in the manufagture  of
fruit cake, pound cake, layer, wine,
sponge, or any other kind of cake not
expressly ‘prohibited by the order.

ot more than 256 pounds of eane
sugar and 15 pounds of shortening may
be used with 200 pounds of flour under
substitutes in the ‘manufacture of apy
sweet ‘dough products.

‘On and after June 1 it will be illegal
for any manufacturer in Canada to of-
fer for sale any of the products num-
bered, if they contain a larger proportion
of standard flour, ¢ane sugar or shorten-
ing than the amount prescribed.

The manufacture for sale of the fol-
lowing products will be illegal on and
after May 1: French or puff pastry,
doughnuts or crullers, Scotch short
bread or cake, fancy almond macaroons,
or:like products containing more than
50 per cent of cane sugar, marshmallow
containing for than 20 per cent of cgne
sugar to a 60 pound batch of marshmal-
low, cakes or biscuits having on the ex-
terior products“made wholly or in part
of cane sugar, or with shortening, ex-
cept jam jellies or pure or evaporated
fruit.

DECISIBN IN HALIFAX WILL
SUIT INVOLVES §175,000

Halifax, N. S, April 29—Decision was
given in the supreme court of Nova
Scotia on Saturday in the suit over the
will of yHon: James Cochrane of this
city, involving $175,000. ~The decision
confirms the opinion of the referee, W.
W. Walsh, K.C., and reverses the find-
ing of Mr. Justice Russell. The real
basis of dispute was the identity of the
testator's brothér, the late Thomas
Cochrane, two of which were set up by
different claimants, one in New York
and the other in Ontario.

The supreme court found that the
claim that the New York Thomas Coch-
rane was a brother of the testator was
proved beyond doubt. With regard to
the Ontario claimants, the decision says
that their whole evidence is thrown into
disrepute because of the introduction of
documents that were not genuine.
