Moncton, Aug, 20—Amasa E. Killam,
probably the oldest former member of
the New Brunswick legislature, died at
his home here tonight ‘after a brief ill-
ness. He was about eighty-eight years
of age and is survived by his wife and
several sons and daughters. After his
retirement from political life he was for
some years bridge inspector on the In-
tercolonial Railway, but was superan-
nuated about twelve years ago. He rep-
resented Westmorland in the local legis-
lature several terms and was well known
throughout the province. At the federal

SKETCH OF LIFE
OF A. E. KILLAM
DEAD IN MONCTON

The following sketch of his life was
furnished on August 26, 1921, by Amasa
E. Killam, formerly M. P. P. for West-
morland, who passed away at Moncton
on Sunday night:—

“I was born at Dorchester on August
25, 1834, at the home of my grandfather,
Cyprian Killam. The house still stands
in good condition on & hill in full view
of Rockland station. I distinctly re-

, member my grandfather, who used to

t{ake me under his arn at the family
worship in the mornings. The old splint
bottomed chair used is yet clearly re-
membered. This chair was used to hold
the Bible, when not in use.

“Joseph A. Killam and Margaret
Wheaton, the former of Dorchester, the
latter of Salisbury, were my parents.
There were eleven in our family, as fol-
lows: Myself, Amasa Emmerson; Mary
Jane, wife of the late John Brown,
Wheaton Settlement; Dorcas, wife of the
late D. A. Jonah; Daniel, deceased;
John M., deceased; James G., deceased;
Wm, W. Joseph ‘A., deceased; Margaret
Ann; Amelia, deceaged; and Adeline,
now Mrs. Oliver Price, Moncton. John
A. and Amelia were twins.

“At the age of one year and ten
months I moved from Dorchester with
my parents to Wheaton Settlement,
Salisbury; settling on a wilderness farm,
where I lived until fourteen years of
age. From this on to the time I took

In the summer I worked the farm
and in winter went to the lumber woods.
During that time I erected my own
: house and barn, doing all the mechanical
work, such as farming, carpentry,
masonry, ete., etc., excepting the win-
dow sashes which I had hired made.
“When twenty-two years old, less one
month, I married Millicent Wheaton,
daughter of the late Thomas Wheaton,
farmer, Upper Sackville, & lady of fine
ability and educational qualifications,
and an able help-mate to a man starting
out in life. In 1867 I undertook in a

road bridges as a sub-contractor for two
years. I met with little success; the first
year I made §1 per day during the con-
struction of the Grooms Cove Bridge,
two miles west of Hampton station. I
had $8.80 profits on the contract above
the day’s pay.

Compelled to Mortgage Farm. /

“In 1864 I took a contract to build the
Tabor bridge over the Hammond River
at Upham, Kings county—a 150 feet
span Arch Burr trussle, along with
abutments and approsches, for $2,000. I
| worked all summer, and in the autumn
was compelled to mortgage my farm to
pay the losses incurred. This was rather
poor encouragement for a young man,
but in this I learned not to take any-
thing for what was said, but to take no
man’s statements until I found all cor-
rect. Nothing daunted me in the way of
contracting.

“In 1867, the year of Confederation, I
contracted with the local government to
build the Apohaqui bridge, one hundred
and fifty feet span, Arch Burr truss and
approaches, for $2,500, the former bridge
having been carried away by an ice jam
in February. I finished the contract on
September 7, 1867, making $1,000 clear of
all expenses. i

Built 1‘\Ietepis Bridge,

“] had also contracted to build the
Nerepis bridge, twenty-eight miles west
of St. John, for $1,600, making a profit
on it of $600 on one. year’s operations.

“In 1868 I built the Roach bridge at
Sussex. This had been carried away pre-
viously three times by freshets. This
contract was for $3,750. Also a bridge
across the Hammond River for $4,000.

“Other bridges not above mentioned
were Hall’s Creek bridge, Moncton, in-
cliding a swing draw—the contract for
this bridge being $3,400. I also built a
bridge over the Kennebecasis near
Bloomfleld station, the contract being
$8,500. After this I was induced to take
a hand in railway contracting.

This
line though completed, did not amount
to much and was closed, being finally
abandoned. :
