A Bark for Greenland.

The bark Argenta which is intended
for trading to Greenland, arrived here
last evening in tow of the tugG. D.
Hunter from Eatonville, N. 8. She
stuck’ 6n'the waysand was not launched
until yesterday. The Hunter was six
hours bringing her tow to this port. The
Argenta is a bark rigged and is 589 tons
register. She is very substantially con-
structed and certainly reflects great cre-
dit upon her builders. Her hatches are
a peculiar feature that is seldom seen in
this country. They run nearly the
length of the deck, being ~made
thus in order to faciliate load-
ing her cargos at  Greenland.
The way they now are the cargo of
cryolite can be dumped into the hold

. | and scattered without the aid of trim-

mers. The rigging is all steel wire;
there are no deadeyes but it is, instead,
set up with parbuckle screws. The
bowsprit and jibboom are in one piece of
steel which was imported from England.
The vessel carries double topgallant
yards and only a main royal. Instead
of lights on the fore rigging, two light
houses have been erected forward,
directly abaft the forecastle deck. These
are of iron with copper domes, on
the sides of which double glass is set.
