ITALY IS STUNNED BY TERRIBLE CATASTROPHE

Flames Make Their Way Over Devastated Messina Torturing to Death
Human Beings Pinioned Among Debris---Survivors, Mad

With Terror, Flee to Mountain Sides---Awful Scenes
Succeeded Cataclysm of Nature.

The dead in the terrible Mediter-
ranean earthquake disaster will prob-
ably total more than 100,600. Reggio
in Southern Calabria is reported to
have been completely obliterated. In
Messina different estimates of the
number of deaths are made, and they
all run into the tens of thousands.
Catanzaro and its outlying districts
add 30,000 victims to the appalling
roll of destruction. The town of Bag-
nara with 10,000 inhabitants have
been wiped out.

Dispatches say: “The disaster ex-
ceeds the wildest imagination. Half

- the population of Calabria and the
eastern part of Sicily are dead; the
other half is weeping.”

All that human endeavor can devise
to aid the sufferers is being done. King
Victor and Queen Helena have arrived
at Messina to help in the work of res-
cue,

Rome, Dec, 30.—Half the population
of Calabria and the eastern part of
Sicily are dead, the other half is weep-
ing.. As the great extent of the ter-
rific seismic disturbances. becomes ap-
parent it seems impossible ‘to exagger-
- ate the horrors which, have’ followed

The calamity which has overwhelmed
Italy is almost beyond the grasp. of the
jmagination, not. only. because of the
dead, now known to number tens of
thousands, but because of the innum-
edable wounded. buried in. the ruins,
many of ‘whom' will:perish beoause it
is impossible to rescue them from the
wrecks of their former homes,

' and on the scene. of the disaster the
bulk of the people ars litérally de-
. _mented with the suddenness and ex-
tent of the blow. The total number
of victims is variously estimated from
50,000 to 150,000: ;

When King Victor and the Queen

arrived at Messina to-day, touching
scenes “}ere enacted as Their Majesties
made their way into the ruined town.
The scene of disaster and horror was
too much for the Queen, who.almost
swooned. Crowds " of terror-stricken
persons swarmed about the Reyal
_ =party, throwing themselves in the mud
' and screaming for pity and aid.
" The latest news concerning the
earthquake disaster from Reggio says
that several hundred soldiers and mem-
bers of the police perished, while
many others are injured. At  Palmi
three hundred bodies have been taken
from the ruins, while several hundred
more are buried at Segnara.

rescue work, The rescuers had to con-
tend with a superstition, so deep-root-
ed in the. Sicillan mind, that in many
instances injured men. and, women
clung to the crumbling walls, refus-
ing to let go their hold and seek a
safer position.

As further facts concerning stricken
Messina become available they cor-
roborate in every detail the worst fear
heretofore . expressed. The cathedral,
municipaj huildings, the barracks, and

sumably . all. the smaller buildings
.. shared the same fate. Of two hun-
dred and eighty railway employees in
the station at Messina, only eight are

Catania, Dec, 80.—One ot the Messina
survivors gave a Vivid 'atcount . this’
morning of the ‘appéearande of that ecity.
He said that only a small proportion of
the total population escaped. "Thou-
sands of persons are still ‘burfed alive
in the ruins whére they aré suffering
slow death by torture,

The flames are still making their way
slowly over thé devastated area in an
inexorable advance. Imprisoned and
pinioned humdn beings, unable to ex-
tricate themselves,

Are Be'ing Buried Alive,

‘Others are dying of theéir injuries, while

still others are starving. The streets
are filled with confused masses of
brick and mortar, beams, furniture,
chimneys and roofs, It is impossible to
recognize one theroughfare from an-
other. In many cases they appear as
enormous crevices or great ditches
twistéd into fantastic shapes.

The celebrated Avenue Palazzatti,
which runs along the sea front to the
Plaza, is impassable. ‘All the monu-
ments that were there have entirely
disappeared. All the 'water pipes, sewer
and gas pipes of the city have been
destroyed, and water, mud and filth
are

For several hours after the first de-
structive shock Messina was absolute-
ly without organized relief, for the
reason that the municipal authorities,
the soldiers, the police, doctors and
were either

rescue was performed by vblunteers
from ships in the harbor and groups of
heroi¢ survivors, who at great labor
and personal danger extricated many
persons pinioned beneath the wreck-

| age.

Doectors, nurses and firemen are be-
ing hurried into the wrecked city, but
the lack of food and water makes the
work of rescue almost too difficult to
overcome, The British and Russian
warships at Messina have sent crews
ashore and are

Performing Herolc Deeds,

The vessels themselves have been
transferred into hospitals, as all the
hospitals in Catania are crowded, .and
even the schools have been transform-
ed. The less seriously injured of the
suryivors of Messina are being dis-
patched by the dozens to Palerno,

It is reported from Palermo that
Minister of Public Works Bertolino has
arrived there, \Assisted by deputies
Carnazza and Felice he has organized
several eorps of volunteers for rescue
work.

The refugees are beginning to tell
tales of their marvelous escapes. After
the first shock they were for a while
imprisoned in their ruihed homés, The
masses of wreckage made egress im-
possible. ‘Many ‘waited in ferror for
the coming’ of light: They then made
their wayto this, climbing over the
countléss obstructions in the streets,
dnd estaped to the open. ’

Heart Rending Tones.

It was impossible to give succor. A
large proportion of those who escaped,
sustained injuries. It is asserted that
probably half the fatalities occurred
because it was impossible for the sur-
vivors to render assistance,

Not the least of the suffering was
caused by the torrential downpour of
rain. Some of the refugees Wwalked
out of Messina through San Govianni,
Palmi, Scillyy, Cannitello, Favizzana
and Bagnar, and found practically
everyone of the villages destroyed.
The doctors who succeed in escaping
from Messina report that fully two-
thirds of the city has  been ruined.
Entire streets have caved in. One ‘of
the doctors was sleeping in a room on
the third floor when the first shock
came. He saved himself by jumping
and gripping the roof of a neighbor-
ing house.

All Dead in Bagnara.

Catanzaro, Calabria, Dec. 30.—A  re-
port reeceived here early this morning
says that the town of Bagnara, on the
coast to the north of Reggio, has been
completely wiped out. - Eire completed
the work  of destruction.. The report
says that all the inhabitants of Bag-
nara are ‘dead. The town counted
about 10,000 people.

A big cross has been planted in the
middle of the devastation, this monu-
ment will recall to posterity the dread-
ful cataclysm. In a few days lime
will be scattered over, the _heap Tof
ruins which alone mark the site of a
once populous town.

Paris, Dec, 30.—A Palermo dispatch
says that a torpedo boat which went
to Reggio has returned, being unable
to locate the site of the city, and re-
porting that nothing remains of the
ruins,

Torpedo Boats Destroyed,

Paris, Dec. 30.—The Matin’s Naples
correspondent says that several tor-
pedo boats were destroyed in the har-
bor at Messina by -the tidal wave inci-
dent to the earthquake disaster,

Giving further details the dispatch
says that between Messina and Catania
many of the pretty villages where
Theocrites laid the scene of his tender-
er idylls are terribly ravaged. The
Matin estimates the total number of
earthquake victims at 75,000.

National Relief Fund,

Rome, Dec. 80.—Taking prompt
action in the name. of Italy’s earth-
quake sufferers a great national com-
mittee has been formed to collect funds
for their. assistance. The committee
is headed. by the Duke of Aosta and
includes the presidents of the senate
and the chamber of deputies, the
mayor of Rome and all prominent men
in the leading towns. The subscription
list has been opened with $40,000 con
Emmanuel.
All banks, clubs, civic and commercial
associations, and the, newspapers have
opened subscriptions.

The Lord Mayor of London has tele-
graphed that subscriptiong have also
been opened in British colonies, in-
cluding the resident colonists ‘in the
United States,

Catalina, Dec. 30.—Refugees are pour-
ing into Catania by trains, steamers
and automobiles. They are stupefied
with terror and suffering. Some of
them' appear almost insane from the
horrors through which they have gone.
In the beginning they could only bab-
ble ‘“Messina has been devastated, the
city has been annthilated”” They de-
clare that thousands of demented sur-
vivors are still wandering among thb
city. ¢

Ottawa, Dee, 30.—Commission-
er Donly announces the rail-
way to Manzanillo, on the Pa-
cific Mexican coast, has been
opened.

at once made our way over undulating
floors to the street. Beams were crash-
ing down through the rooms, The
streets were equally unsafe,

I found the streets blocked by fall-
ing houses. Balconles, chimneys, bell
tcwers, entire walls had been thrown
down. From every side of me arose
the screams and moans of the wound-
ed. The people “weré half mad with
excitement and fear. Most of them
had rushed out in their night clothes.
In a little while we were all shivering
under a torrential] dowmpour of rain.
Everywhere there- were dead bodies,
disfigured and mutilated. In the ruins
I could see arms and legs waving help-
lessly. From evety quarter came pite-
ous appeals for aid. 'The portion of
the town near the water was inun-
dated by the tidal wave. The water
reached to the shoulders of the fugi-
tives and swept them away.

The city hall, the cathedral, other
buildings, and the barracks, etunibled,
and the churches, dwellings without
number, were literally razed to the
ground. There were two hundred cus-
toms agents at the barracks, and only
forty-one of them were saved. At the
railway station only eight out of 280
employees have been accounted for.

Many of these who Succeeded in es-
caping with their lives are incapable
of relating their experiences ccherent-
ly. I questionied all° who were in a
condition to talk. Most of them told
thé same story. They sald the first
thing they knew they were thrown out
of their beds and saw the cellings
crash and the furniture smashed. Then
in the blackness of night and amid a
pouring rain that added to their hor-
ror and distress, they rushed ~blindly
away amid the crash and tumbling
buildings and the shrieks and groans
of those buried in the ruins. Many
were struck down while trying to es-
cape by falling balconies and masonry,
and still many. others lost their reason,
and are now wandering aimlessly in
the open fields outside the city or up
and down the ruinegd streets they knew
so well. *

Rome, Dec. 80.—In the Calabrian dis-
trict,.;which was only beginning to Te-
cover from the effects of the earth-
quake of 1905, Reggio wasg the centre
of the earth’'s upheaval. The seaport
of Reggio i reported as no longer ex-
isting, and the city proper is in ruins.
The loss of life on both sides of the
:gtraits and in eastern Sicily was enor-
mous. One of the refugees from Reg-
gio, who was the first to bring the
news of the city’s destruction, tried
to make his way to Sicily in his sail-
boat, but was compelled to return and
finally found safety at 8 peningular
port. In describing his experience he
said:

‘“The sea wasg strangely, mysteri-
ously agitated, and the heavens werse
ablaze. Nearing Sicily, the clearing of
the air revealéd the mystery; Mes-
sina was in flames. In the frenzy of
despair I turned my boat back to Cala-
bria.” :

Starving, bleeding from injuries and
almost insane from their terrifying ex-
periences, Messina’s suryivors are flee-
ing in‘all directions, abandoning hun-
dreds of their fellow citizens to their
fate, imprisoned in the wreckage of
tumbling bulldings, one of those who
escaped said:

‘“The earth seemed suddenly to drop,.
and then turn violently on its axis.
The whole population, who practically
were precipitated from the houses
rent in twain, were spun around like
tops as they ran through the streéts.
Many fell crushed to death, and others
bewildered, -took refuge for breath be-
side the tottering walls, where they
soon met the fate of their companions.”

Exhausted Refugees,

Catanzaro, Calabria, Dec. 80.—~Refu-
gees are beginning to come here from
Reggilo, on the straits of Messina. They
confirm the previous reports of the
dreadful havoc of the earthquake in
that city. It is most difficult to get
any connected account of the occur-
rences from them, for they are stunned
and exhausteis They declare, how-
ever, that the disaster there was as
appalling as at Messina, if not worse.
They say thdt the lower part of Reg-
glo has disappeared and that the pub-
lic buildings, churches, barracks, city
hall and numberless smaller houses are
to-day nothing but ruins.. Any esti-
mate of the death list is impossible.

Messina is in flames, Refuges from
that district say that Messina has
been destroyed.

Lamentations in Rome.

Rome, Dec. 30.—Special dispatches re-
ceived from Calabria confirm the de.
struction of Reggilo. They report that
the situation is as bad as, if not worse
than, at Messina. The streets in Rome
are crowded with people, who snatch
the special editions from the news-
boys. - The people are plunged in
grief, and lamentations are heard on
all sides, Here and there one asks
another: “When will end this awrful
repetition of devastation ang death in
our country.”

WILLING TO PROVE HIS
POLITICAL HONOR

Deposed President Suggests
International Tribunal to
Settle Matters.

Berlin, Dec. 30,—Senor Castro left
the hospital and returned to the Es-
planada hotel yesterday. He granted
an -interview to the Associated Press
correspondent last night. The former
president was asked if there was any
truth in the statement published in
various newspapers to the effect that
he left Venezuela knowing what was
going to happen. Senor Castro, who
was already greatly irritated over un-
founded reports concerning his meve-
ments and affairs, at first refused to
discuss the, matter, and then calmly
made the following reply:

“No, for had I even suspected such
& thing I would have remained in
Venezuele, even had my life bech im-
periled through ill-health, because I
always have been and am now a slave
to honor and duty. The only fear I
have is the fear of God.”

“It is rumored that the Venezuelan
government will request your extra-
dition from Germany, in order to in-
dict you,” Castro was informed.

“I do not consider that possible,” re-
plied Castro, since no such convenant
is in existence between Venezuela and
Germany. The only convention be-
tween the:two countries relates to
trade-marks, and is dated 1882, Ex-
tradition treaties exist only with Bel-
gium, Spain and Bolivia. But even
supposing such an intention exists,
only the slightest hint is necessary,
and I am willing to go to Venezuela
and prove my political honor. I believe
I should be the gainer by this public
opinion. In- regard to international
affalrs concerning the foreign ‘policy
of Veneztela, I would suggest that
n international tribunal should judge
me, to prove that Venezuela has right
and reason, provided that if such right
should be proven justice might be ac-
corded to Venezuela and to me.”

Senor Castro declined for the pres-
.ent to give any further statement, but

Judge Refuses New Trial and
Notice of Appeal Is
Given.

San ¥Francisco, Cal., Dec. 30.—Four-
teen years in the penitentiary, the
maximum sentence provided for brib-
ery of a supervisor, was the penalty
meted out last night to Abraham Ruef,
who for four years directed the politi-
cal destinies of San Franeisco as ad-
viser of the administration of Hugene
E. Schmitz, former mayor of the city.
Judgment was pronounced at the close
of a day devoted to legal battles,
