GIVES REASONS

TEXT OF JUDGMENT
IN CHEHALIS CASE

Lord Gosell Says Mr. Justice
Martin Carefully Consid-
ered Facts:

The full text of the judgment in the,
A\

Chehalis case has come to hand.
summary of the judgment was publish-
ed in these columns some time ago,
but owing to the large amount of in-
terest taken in the case the full judg-
ment, as delivered by Lord Gorell, is
given:

The appellants in this case are the
Canadian Pacific Rallway Company,
the owners of the steamship Princess
Victoria which came into collision
about or near the Partia Shoal off
Brockton Point near Vancouver at
about 2.20 on the 21st July, 1906, with
the steamer Chehalis, and in conse=
quenge the latter vessel sank, and
some of her passengers and crew were
drowned, Six actions were afterwards
brought in the Supreme court of Brit-.
ish Columbia against the appellants by
certain passengers and members of the
crew of the Chehalis or their personal
representatives to recover damages for
Joss of life and personal injuries and
loss of effects, on the alleged ground
that the collision was caused by the
negligent navigation of the Princess
Victoria.

The appellants denied that the colli-
sion was caused or contributed to by
any negligence in the navigation of the
Princess Victoria.

The actions were consolidated and
tried in February, 1907, before Mr. Jus-
tice Martin, the local judge in Admir-
alty for British Columbia, assisted by
two nautical assessors, and on the 22nd
May, 1907, the learned judge, after a
very long trial held, with the concur-
rence of the assessors, that the colli-
sion was caused solely by the negligent
navigation of the Chehalis, and he dis-
missed all the actions with costs,

On appeal to the Full court of the
Supreme court of British Columbia,
sitting without assessors, it was held
by a majority of the judges tha; the
Princess Victoria was to blame for the
collision, and damages and costs were
awarded to all the palintiffs except the
plaintiff, Cyril James Eldridge House,
the master of the Chehalis, whose ap-
peal was dismissed.

The Chief Justice held that the Prin-
cess Victoria was solely to blame, Cle-
ment, J., held both ships to blame, and
Irving; J.. held the Chehalis was solely
to blame, House's appeal failed, be-
cause he was responsible for the navi-
gation of the Chehalis, and the result

of the judgments was that he could"

not recover, and he has not appea.led
against this decision.

* The facts are simple, and it is dlfﬂ-
cult to understand why the trial should
have lasted so long as it did.

The Princess Victoria, a twin-screw
steamship of 1,943 tons gross register,
left the wharf on the south side of
Vancouver harbor bound to Victoria,
with passengers, mails and baggage,
and a crew of about 100 hands, at about

205 pm, on the day of the collision.
The weather was filne and clear. A
strogng tide about two hours’ flood was
setting to. the eastward through the
Narrows of Burrard Inlet. The Prin-
cess Victoria proceeded at a speed of
about 14 Knots through the water, be-
tween Burnaby Sheal and Brockton
Point, and rounded the point under
starboard helm so as to straighten
down the Narrows.

The Chehalis was a small screw tug
of about 54 tons register, with a crew
bf six hands, House being her mas¥er.
She left the wharf at Vancouver about
1.20 p.m, with passengers, and, after
_crossing to Nerth Vancouver and pick-
ing up some mowe passengers, left that
place at about 2.05 p.m., bound to the
westward through the Narrows for
Blunden harbor. House was in charge,
and was at the wheel in a closed wheel
house, steering, giving such orders as
‘were required, attending to the whistle
and Keeping the look-out. There was
no one else on the look-out. The Che-
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halis proceeded at about nine knots
through the water down the inlet, be-
ing steered:. by the land and nqt by
any compass course,’

The appellants’ case was that, after

rounding the point, the Princess Vic-
toria was sSteadied so as to pass to
the northward of a steam launch and
to the southward ' of the Chehalis,
which was then proceeding on the
starboard bow of the Princess Victoria
some distance off on a course nearly
parallel to that of the Princess Vic-
toria, that two blasts were then
sounded on the Princess Victoria to
indicate that she was intending to
pass to the southward of the Chehalis,
but that the Chehalis suddenly came
off. to port towards the Princess Vic-
toria, causing a risk of collision; that
thereupon both engines of the Princess
Victoria were put full speed astern,
and her helm hard-a-starboard, and
that the Chehalis came rapidly to the
southward, and, although.she ported
at the last moment, she struck the
starboard bow of the Princess Victoria
and afterwards sank, and seven per-
sons were drowned.

Broadly stated, the case on the other
side was that the Chehalis was pro-
ceeding on her course out of the Nar-
rows, and that, after she has passed
Brockton Point, her master heard a
whistle behind him, and on looking
through a stern window in his wheel-
house, saw the Princess Victoria com-
ing down on him, that he saw -.she
was coming right into him, and that
he threw his helm hard-aport and gave
8 short blast of the whistle, but that
in a few seconds the Princess Victoria
struck his vessel.

The main question in the case was
purely one of fact, viz., whether the
Chehalis starboarded or was improperly
allowed to swing over ‘to port across
the course of the Princess Victoria, or
whether the latter vessel came too
clos to the Chehalis and ran into her
or was allowed to be sheered into her
by the tide.

The learned judge who tried the case
and saw the witnesses accepted the
account of the officers of the Princess
Victoria as being substantially correct.
He found that, beyond doubt, there
was ample room for her to have passed
between the launch and the Chehalis,
and in the course of his judgment said:

“I am satisfied that the officers in
the pilot house of the Princess did
keep a proper and continuous look-out
and that at the time the two blasts
were blown she, having just then freed
herself from the anticipation of any
danger from the launch close to her
port bow, which had caused a momen-
tary but immaterial deviation from
her course, was steadied on a course
W. by N, % 'N., within a quarter of a
point, so as to just clear Prospect

Point and take her straight down the’

Narrows, which course was, roughly,
parallel to that of the Chehalis. Had
these respective courses and speeds
been maintained, there was at that
time no reason to anticipate any dan-
ger of collision, though the .courses
would probably have ultimately con-
verged. . . . But I find that while
said blasts were being blown, or im-
mediately thereafter, the: Chehalis sud-
denly altered her course at least threg
to four points from west to southward,
thus bringing herself across the bows
of the Princess. . . . I have very
little, of any, deubt that it was owing
to the fact that Captain. House, as he
admits, only kept a. look-out ahead, and
I believe he was startled wheén he
heard the signal and made a wrong
movement of his whee] at a critical mo-
ment in the strong tide. There must
have been something of the kind, for
House did not take the positipn that
he was thrown out of his course by an
unforseen eddy or current or other-
wise.”

The learned judge further held that
the Princess Victoria had not commit-
ted a breach of anw of the regulations
for preventing collisions in Canadian
waters, which are similar to those made
under the Imperial Act, though the
statutory sanction is defferent (cf, sec.
916 of Revised Statutes of Canada,
1906, chap. 113, and sec, 419 (4) of the
Merchant Shipping Act, 1894). In par-
ticular upon the point which appears to
have been much discussed, that is to
say, whether the Princess Victoria had
broken Article 25 of the regulations —
the narrow channel rule—he stated
that, having regard to the relative posi-
tions of the three vessels after the
Princess Victoria. had rounded  the
point, - the mid-channel course - which
she took was the only proper one for
her to take as a matter of good sea-
manship, as he was advised, consistent
with her own safety, and it, would

Have been unreasonable to expect her

to have gone to the north of the Che-
halis, already on the northerly course,
and under her stern,

On the appeal to the Full court the
chief justice differed from the finding
of fatt by Martin J., that the Chehalis
altered her course across the bows of
the Princess Victoria, and he conisd-
ered that that vessel was to blame un-
der Articles 22, 23, 24 and 25 of the reg-
ulations. Clement, J. held that he could
not, having due regard to the princl-
ples which should guide and appellate
tribunal in reviewing a judgment as
to matters of .fact, say that the-learned
judge was wrong in finding - Captain
House to blame, i.e., guilty of contribu-
tory negligence; . but he held :that ‘the
Princess Victoria had broken Article
25, and that that was “the larger indue-
ing cause of the catastrophe.” Irving,
J., supported the judgment on all
grounds.

There are two different matters to
consider in this case.” The first is, what
were the facts and the second, upon
the facts, whether either or both of the
vessels were to blame?

Their lordships consider that the
facts appear to have been very fully
and carefully investigated by Martin,
J., with the assistance of assessors,
and that no adequate ground has been
shown for an appellate court to take
a different view of the facts from that
taken by the learned judge. He had
the great advantage of seeing and
hearing the witnesses, and unless it
could be shown that he had taken a
mistaken or erroneous view of the facts
or acted under some misapprehension,
or clearly came to an unreasonable de-
cision about the facts, he should not,
in accordance with well recoghized
principles, be overruled on matters of
fact which depended mainly upon. the
credibility of the witnesses,

An examination of the evidence in
this case shows that, not only was the
learned judge entitled to come to the
conclusions of fact at which he ar-
rived, but that the weight of the evi-

ypdence is in favor of those conclusions,

ther whistle.

and that the real cause of this unfor-
tunate collision was that there was
no adequate look-out kept on board
the Chehalis, and that her master was
unaware of the presénce of the Ptin-
cess Vidtoria until she was about to
pass him, and improperly put his helm
to starboard, or  allowed his vessel,
which had just entered that part of the
Narrows where he began to fee] the
full effect of the tide, to fall off her
course towards the Princess Victoria.
Broadly speaking, there can hardly be
the least doubt that, if House had seen
and beep aware of the presence of the
Princess Victoria, the collision would
never have happened. It seems almost
incomprehensible that he should not
not have noticed her even before she
rounded, and as she was rounding the
point, unless he never looked anywhere
except straight ahead of his vessel.

The finding of the learned judge upon
this point really’ makes an end of .the
case, but it is desirable to deal briefly
with the other points made on this ap-
peal,

It was urged that‘the  Princess Vic-
toria broke Articles 22, 23, 24 and 25.

Article 22 is the crossing rule, and
Article 24 is the overtaking rule. The
24th article is that which K was applic-
able, for .the Princess Victoria was an
overtaking ship, but the charge is dis-
posed of by the finding that thege was
ample room for the Princess Victoria to
pass the Chehalis, and that there would
have been no collision but for the im-
proper ac¢tion of the Chehalis and her
breach of ‘Article 21, according to which
she was bound to keep her course and
speed.

Article 25 is the narrow channel rule,
which provides that “in narrow chan-*
nels every steam vessel shall, where it
is safe and practicable, keep to that
side of the fairway or mid-channel
which lies on the starboard side of such
vessel.” Y

The collision. took place somewhere
about midway across the channel,
which their lordships consider had been
correctly stated to be a narrow chan-
nel within the meaning of the article.
Then the configuration of -the locality
and the circumstances with regard to
tide, etc., have to be considered. The
learned trial judge held that the course
taken by the Princess Victoria was
justified by the circumstances, but the
chief justice and Clement, J., appear
to have considered that sheshould have
gone outside the Burnaby Shoal, or at
any rate under the stern of the Che-
halis,

The Princess Victoria appears to
have followed the usual course in pass-
ing through the narrow channel be-
tween the Burnaby Shoa] and Brockton
Point, and ‘to have rounded the point
in a proper course to prevent herself
from being swept out by the very
‘strong. tidé which shé would have had
on her port broadside, if she had at-
tempted to pass directly across to the
north side of the channel leading out-
wards, and a similar effect would have
been produced upon her if, having re-
gard to the position of the vessels, she
had proceeded to attempt to pass un-
der the stern of the Chehalis.

Their lordships are advised by the
experienced assessors who have assist-
ed them gn. the appeal that the Princess
Victoria pursued a proper course hav-
ing regard to the locality and tide, and
was, in the cireumstances, justified, as
a matter of good seamanship, in taking
the mid-channel course between the
two other vessels, and therefore they
do not agree with the views expressed
on this point by the majority of the Full
court. They further do mot consider
that the course pursued by the Princess
Victoria can be held to have caused or
contributed to the collision, which was'
solely brought about by the improper
action of the Chehalis,

With regard to -Article 28 the point
made under it against the Princess Vic-
toria was that she did not sound her
whistle when she began to round the
point, and improperly failed to indicate
by whistle signals the course she was
taking. There does not seem to haye
been much, of any, argument on these
points in the courts below. It is to be
noticed that when proceeding to round
the point, the Princess Victoria. was
acting in the ordinary course of navi-
gation, and that it has been but faint-
ly suggested that she did anything
wrong at a later time with regard to
A breach of the article
does not seem to their lordships to be
made out in the circumstances.

The conclusion at which their lord-
ships have arrived is that the decision
of Martin, J., was right and should be
affirmed. It would seem from the order

have taken place between the gppel~
lants and the plaintiffs Willlam James
Crawford and Ruby Crawford with
regard to withdrawing the appeal of
these plaintiffs to that court, and any
arrangement between the parties
should remain unaffected by His Ma-
jesty’s order,

Their lordships will therefore humbly
advise His Majestv to allow the ap-
peal, to set aside the judgment of the
Full court dated the 18th February,
1908, “ except .so far as it relates to
House, to restore the judgment of Mar-
tin, J., dated the 22nd May, 1907, and to
order that the present respondents do
pay to the present appellants their
costs of the appeals to the Full couft,
but that His Majesty’'s order be with-
out prejudice to any arrangement which
may have been made between the ap-
pellants and the said Willilam James
Crawford and Ruby Crawford.

The respondents who have contested
this appedl must pay the appellants’
costs thereof.

Lumbermen Give Evidence on
Question of Conservation
of the Forests.

e e st

Nanaimo; Aug. 20.—The first session
of the Forestry Commission at Na-
naimo opened in the court house yes-
terday afternocon. J, A, Harvey, K. C.,
O, Plunkett anG Mr. Austie were pres-
ent as representatives of the Coast
Lumbermen’s Association, Mr. Fulton
presiding.

Three witnesses appeared before the
commissien, viz.: Mr. Regan, timber
cruiser for the C. P. R.; Mr. J. W. Co-
burn, manager of the Ladysmith Lum-
ber Company, and Mr. A. T. Smith,
manager of the Red Fir Lumber Com-
pany.

Mr, Regan was the first witness
called ‘on and when asked if he had
any statement to make, replied ‘‘No,
but he would answer any questions put
to him.” Mr, Regan stated he was tims
ber cruiser for the C. P. R. and his
duties took him over the E, & N. land
grant.  which he cruised back and for-
ward with the exception of two pieces
of land which he had not been over. He
estimated the grant contained 200,000
acres of good timber land averaging
20,000 feet to the acre, and about 100,-

"908 acres which ‘would  average- 8,000

feet .to. the acre. As to the nature ot
the timber about 75 per cent, was fir,
5 per cent. cedar, 15 per cent. hemlock
and 5 per cent. balsam.

vAs to the age of trees he'gave it as
his opinion that a tree 18-inches in
diameter would be about 180 years old.
A big tree would be at least 500 years’

0ld. - A ter-inch tree would requiré at

least 50" years for its growth,

Speaking of burnings, he said the
timber appeared to grow after fires,
but mostly it was hemlock that sprung
up. It must be the seeds in the ground
that caused the growth, and it was a
condition peculiar to British Columbia,
probably due to the moisture of the
climate.

He di§ not favor the government

selling the timber lands outright. They
had a revenue from the licenses, and
they would lose this if they sold out-
right. - He did not think the govern-
ment could do better by investing the
money obtained from selling outright.
It - would . not ‘be a good thing, he
thought, in the interests of the coun-
try.
_ Asked ‘a8 to the policy' of the gov-
ernment compelling timber men to es-
tablish mills on lands for which they
had taken out a license, he did not
think it would be a good thing. It
would result in the lumber markets be-
ing overstocked. He thought the lum-
bermen should assist the government
in protecting the forests against fires.
About half the cost would be a fair
D!‘ODOI’UOD

J. W: Gobum, manager of the Lady-
smith‘v Lumber Company, was the next
witness.: He thought the tenure of li-
censes should be extended indefinitely,
the government reserving the right to
suspend if thought necessary. If made
perpetual, holders of licenses would log
off all the timber and bave little waste
in the woods, but under present regu-
lations a logger only has a certain
iime to run and he is bound to pick the
best within that time.

Commissioner Fulton stated the es-
timated forest wealth of B. C, was 140
billieon feet, the annual cut was oneé
billion feet, and 17,000 licenses had been
issued. He asked Mr, Coburn if in his
opinion the loggers would hold back
and wait for a future market, provid-
ed the timber licenses were extended.
In reply Mr. Coburn stated he thought
such' would be the case, as the mill
men. would prefer holding their tim-
ber.: It would clear the land, and:'give
4 new growth a chance to grow. Of
course precautions would have to be
taken to safeguard the virgin forests.

Replying .to Commissioner Flumer-
felt, Thos, A, Smith, manager of the
local mills operated by the Red Fir
Lumber Co,, stated he thought the. 21-
year~lease should be extended, the ex-
tension to depend on the state of the
market. 1f the market was good prob-
ably an extension of 10 years would
be sufficient in which to log off the
limit being “operated. Under present

of the Full court that some dealings #iconditions the timber limits were only

being slaughtered, and he did not think
any mill was making money. The pres-
net cut of the Red Fir mill was 1,000,000
feet a month, and the market was prin-
cipally in the northwest. A ready sale
was. found for cedar lumber, and the
demand - could not be supplied. About
20 per cent. of the output was No. 1
lumber, which was exported, a certain
amount of No. 2 was used in sash and
doors, the balance being turned into
shiplap. He~thought the present ‘Am-
erican tariff would prohibit the export
of Canadian shingles to the TUnited

‘States, and did not think it a good plan

for the government to sell limits out-
right as this would be disadvantage-
ous: to small mill owners, who while
able to.pay.the $120 a year could not

EMPRESS OF IRELAND.
MAKES FAST TRIP

- ——— s

Passengers Include Number of
Members of British
Association,

Quebec, . Aug. 20.—With another
splendid voyage added to her bulky
list’ of noteworthy performances, the:
Empress of Ireland, of the C.P.R., the
flyer of tie fleet, swung into her berth
at the Quebec breakwater at 7.45 last
night. This voyage of the Empress of
Ireland was marked not only by the
fast time made; but by the distin-
guished 1ist of passengers on board,
there ‘being over forty members of the
British ‘Association .bound for .the
coming meeting in Winnipeg, Hon, G.
P. Graham, Minister of 'Railways and
Canals; Hon. W. J. Hanna, Provincial
Secretary of Ontario; Dr. Schwegel,
representative of the Austrian govern-
ment in Montreal; and many other
well known people in Canada and the
British Isles. In all the Ireland brought
266 first, 337 second and 735 third class,
in all 1,627 passengers.

Two. cases of measles and one of
chickenpox’ in the steerage necessitat-
ed a stop of an hour 'and a half at
Grosse Isle, thus spoiling what would
undoubtedly have been a record pas-
sage of the season. The whole of the
758 steerage passengers had to be in-
spected at Grosse Isle and the ship
was thus delayed. The enforced idle-
ness was -the more annoying, as the
Ireland passed over the famous Crane
Island flats 'with. the full] flood tide,
and ‘was making one of 'the fastest
runs of this or any season between
Rimouski and Quebec,

The British Association party con-
tains seme distinguished men and wo-
men, there being quite a number of
the latter. Sir J. J. Thompsen, of
Cambridge, president. of the associa-
tion, who since the death of Lord Kel-
vin, hgs taken front rank among Brit-
ish scientists, spoke of the great good
accomplised by the holding of meets
ings of the association elsewhere than
in England. He recalled the pleasure
it gave him' to renew. his acquaintance
with Canada, he having attended the
meetings of the association in Mont-
real and  Toronto.
