French Light Wines and Canadian 

Shipping.—The offer on the part of the 
Dominion Government to admit the light 
wines of France duty free, on condition 
that the compliment is returned as regards 
Canadian Shipping, has been the means of 
turning attention to the “tricks in the 
wine trade ” especially as practiced in 
France. Щпсу.іі appears, has achieved a 
very bad pre-eminence іц this trade ; and 
Narbonne is distinguishing itself in the 
same industry. It appears that the mani­
pulators can concoct clever imitations of 
every sort of French wine. From rhubarb 
juice and carbonic acid the most famous 
champagne brands are closely imitated, 
Light clarets and other wines are easily 
imitated, and in fact, the art of adulter­
ating wines fills one or two decent sized 
volumes, a great variety of rubbish,, and 
many poisonous substances being used in 
the manufacture,

H. M. S. Tkmeraire.—Her Majesty’s 
ship Temeraire is appropriately named, 
for she is big enough and heavy enough to 
do battle „with any antagonist that m$y 
venture to face her in the Mediterranean, 
whither she is bound. The engines are 7,- 
967 horse-power. No wonder that thp 
mighty vessel when under way pushes up 
a ten-foot wave at her bow ! The diameter 
of the principal cylinders is 70 inches, oi 
the crank-shaft 22 inches ; from which an 
idea may be formed of the bulk of the 
ponderous mass. To reduce the weight as 
much as possible, wrought iron and brass 
are largely used in the construction of the 
engines and fittings, in place of cast iron, 
so that in the condensers there are more 
than 11,000 brass tubes, which make up a 
surface of 14,000 square feet. To assist 
the movements and facilitate the working 
of this giant among war-ships, there are 
on board thirty-four small engines, thus 
distributed. Two turning, two starting, 
four feed, two circulating, four fan, two 
bilge, one capstan, one steering, four 
pumping, four ash-lifters, two hydraulic 
gear-workers, one torpedo-reservoir charg­
er, one to work the electric machine which 
feeds the lights on the bridge, and four 
others.

The Czar’s Reception at St. Peters­
burg.—A St. Petersburg special says a 
grand ovation welcomed the Emperor on 
his return from the front, and his recep­
tion bore every evidence of genuine rever­
ence and homage. Upon his arrival at 
the railway station a tremendous ovation 
began. The pupils ot the Conservatoire 
sang a hymn of welcome and presented 
His Majesty with a crown of laurel which 
was accepted in a few happily 4hosen 
words of thanks. Amid the roar o&artil- 
lery and the wild clanging of bells, the 
Emperor drove to Kazan Cathedral Tiers 
of crimson seats erected in the open space 
in front of the Cathedral were filled- with 
prominent citizens. Many people slept 
all night on the marble floor of the Cathe­
dral. Peasant women and Princesses bent 
together before the shrine : the sacred edi­
fice blazed with splendor and light, the 
altars aglow with diamonds ; and vast as 
the cathedral is, there seemed no niche in 
which even another waxen taper could 
have lieen placed. Accompanied by glad­
some cheers, which drowned for thb time • 
the sobs in ifhdertone of mothers bereft of 
sons, wives mourning for husbands, sisters 
wailing for brothers lost on the battle 
field ; the doors were flung open and in 
solemn majesty the Emperor entered. 
The noise was only partially hushed as 
the Czar with solemn tread walked to the 
altar, but as he kissed the Holy Virgin 
the vast- cathedral became silent as a 
sepulchre. On his return to the floor of 
the cathedral the crowd broke through all 
restraint, many fell down and kissed his 
garments, and so great was the pressure 
that it was some time before the Czar 
could reach his carriage. The Emperor 
drove to.the winter pmace-amid the wild­
est cheering, and the aty was ablaze with 
illuminations till long after midnight.

WAR NEWS.
A St. Petersburg despatch dated Dec. 

24th, says Prince Gortschakoff has assum­
ed direction of the ministry of foreign af­
fairs, and Gen. Ignatieff has been appoint­
ed a member of the Council of the empire.

RUSSIAN REINFORCEMENTS.
A despatch dated London, Dec. 24th, 

reports that a Vienna correspondent of the 
Times says the commanders of the Rus­
sian advance corps have received orders to 
remain on the defensive till reinforced by 
troops from the neighborhood of Plevna. 
It is said that 25,000 men, with 70 cannon, 
lately passed Galvatz.

THE CRETAN INSURGENTS.
The Vienna Political Correspondance 

states that the insurgents in Crete have 
convoked a national assembly to establish 
a provincial government.

A despatch dated Constantinople Deo. 
24th, says the Servians attempted to carry 
Yatre by assault and have been repulsed 
with immense loss. They were pursued 
by the garrison to Yavor, about five miles 
distant.

THE ENGLISH FLEET.
A portion of the British fleet in Besika 

bay is expected to proceed to the Gulf of 
Volo, an inlet of the Ægean Sea, which 
forms part of the boundary between 
Turkey and Greece.

A SERVIAN SUCCESS.
A despatch dated London, Dec. 25th, 

says a Belgrade despatch reports that the 
Servians on Mpnday, alter eight hours 
severe fighting, captured Okpalanka, with 
three Krupp guns and a large quantity* of 
ammunition and provisions. The Turks 
lost many in killed and wounded, and 
some prisoners. Prince Milan was present 
yesterday when the bombardment of Nisch 
commenced.

ICE ON THE DANUBE.
A despatch dated St. Petersburg, Dec. 

25th, says that an official telegram states 
that the drifting ice on the Danube had 
torn away the bridge at Ibraila and done" 
other damage. *

ERZEROCM.
Latest advices from Armenia report that 

for­
ward, and Erzeroum is almost invested. 
Russian infantry is massed on the northern 
part of the plain, and the bombardment 
of the town is hourly expected.

PLEVNA.
A despatch dated London, Dec. 26th, 

says when the Turks made their sortie 
they left 1000 of sick and wounded in 
Plevna, starving and unattended. These 
unfortunates remained in this state three 
days, and hundreds of them died. Over 
1000 have already been buried and about 
100 co 
The
unburied around Plevna. The Turkish 
prisoners encamped amongst them are 
starving. Plevna is one vast charnel 
house, surpassing in horror anything im­
aginable.

Extra Stretched The Dominion Alliance, for the suppres­
sion of Intemperance, has determined to 
ask Parliament at its approaching session 
for the enactment of a general Permissive 
Bill, by which' every County, Town or 
incorporated village in the Dominion, 
shall have authority to prohibit the sale 
of intoxicating liquors within its borders. 
They are now at work upon a Bill which, 
it is hoped, will be comprehensive and 
strong enough to effect this, and with the 
promised support of the Premier, and 
good will of a large portion of the members 
of Parliament, will meet with a fair and 
impartial consideration. To back this 
Bill, the Alliance has resolved to ask all 
societies and organization*—temperance 
and moral—to petition, through their 
proper officers, for the passage of the'same. 
The members of the Alliance for New 
Brunswick have also thought it desirable 
to petition their own Legislature to pass 
a resolution recommending the enactment 
of the above mentioned Bill.

All societies and bodies in New Bruns­
wick are hereby requested to have two 
petitions of the form given below signed 
and forwarded as soon as possible to Prof. 
G. E. Foster, Fredericton, whence they 
will be forwarded to their respective des­
tinations. The principle of local prohi­
bition—the free voice of the people of any 
district or town speaking for or against a 
traffic which intimately concerns them— 
is a reasonable one, and one which, if 
backed by the petitions of alTour societies, 
will, we hope, find recognition and em­
bodiment in our Dominion Legislature. 
Let the petitions be forwarded as quickly 
as possible.

became frightened and ran away. The 
coachman was instantly killed.
Derby and his companion escaped with a 
slight shaking.

Pemmican.—Pemmican, the favourite 
food in the coldest part of British America, 
is made of Buffalo meat and fat. The 
meat is thorougly dried in thin slices, and 
then pounded almost to powder with 
Clubs or stones. It is then put into bags 
of BuffahUiide and mixed with its own 
weight or boiling fat This compound 
is wonderfully compact, and a very small 
quantity is enough for a meal

Property of the Southern Confede­
racy in Europe.—It is reported from 
Washington that the United States Gov­
ernment are about to take measures to re­
cover the money and other property in 
Europe belonging to the Southern Confed­
eracy at the time of its downfall It was 
estimated that the value of this property 
would reach from $10,000,000 to $15,000- 
000, and it was believed the United States 
Government could recover the same. ^

A new source of Suoar Supply.—It 
is understood that the sugar cane of Nor­
thern China (Sorghum saccharatum) has 
been acclimatised in Canada, and is yield­
ing encouraging results. It is a most im­
portant fact that sorghum can be raised 
through so wide a range of latitude. It is 
now largely planted in the Southern States 
of the American Union, and affords to 
thousands all the sweets they use.. It 
grows with equal ease in the West. There 
seems to be in reality no climatic limit to 
its production. It might be found more 
profitable to cultivate this plant than the 
beet.
