state functions, morning, noon and
night.

‘The son, whose only trouble seems to
be the riddle of killing time, sits in
his room at Marlborough House, past-
ing stamps into an album or reading
a book. He does absolutely nothing
and does it with such’a masterly in-
activity as to rouse one almost te en-
thusiasm as the idea of how success-
fully this proud Prince manages to
whirl away his golden days.

Prince Prosper in aFiryland hadn't a
more delightful cycle of years than
His Royal Highness the Prince of
Wales. I will give you a brief au-
thentic sketch of the day’s doings at
Marlborough House, Those of you who
hug the ancient idea that princes get
uip in the morning to the fanfare of
trumpets, deck themselves out in royal
robes and pass down a gallery lined
with bowing and obsequious flunkeys
will be disappointed at this recital of
the humdrum existence of an appar-
ently middle class suburban home,

If
only in the company of one of the
equerries and a lady of the Princess’
household. Luncheon over, there must
be some stamps to sort (the Prince’s
stamp collection is the finest in the
world and is sald to be worth more
than £100,000.. v

Then comes another walk in the park
and then a book to read until tea
time, when there are generally ong or
two visitors. Dinner, at half-past eight
o’clock p. m., is quite informal with a
quest or two only here and there. If
the royal couple go to the theatre din-
ner is set for seven, but as they do not
often go to the theatre the evening is
spent quietly at home, the Prince
reading a book, and the Princess do-
ing some useful fancy work with the
needle.

Bed at half-past ten o’clock p. m.
Is this not truly a picture of beautiful
domestic bliss? Nevertheless I am
quite certain that when the Prince of
‘Wales comes into his own he will sur-
prise the British people by his mental
grasp of affairs, his wide sympathy
with all classes of the people and his
inherited capacity for governing.

WORK ON THE BIOLOGICAL
STATION AT ST. ANDREWS

B e

Is Rapidly Going Ahead—An Outline of
What is to be Done.

(St. Andrews, Beacon.)

Prof. Penhallow,who came here from
Montreal 1o further the interasts of the
marine biological station, has not al-
lowed any grass to grow under his
feet. The moment the site for the
station was determined wupon, that
a most attractive drive to say nothing
A raijlroad leading from the Brandy
Cove road to the water has been
swamped out and in a few days a
contract will be awarded for the turn-
piking of the road. The xoad will be
about half a mile long and will be an
additional attraction to St. Andrews.
Running through forest.primeval, aiong
the edge of a beetling cliff, it will make
a most attractive drive, to say nothing
of the interest that the station itself
will awaken, or the bit of waterscape
that it will open to the public gaze.

At the west extremity of the road,
upon a point of land, that years ago
contained the dwelling of one of the
tirst settlers, ground has been broken
for the main laboratory. This building
will be 31x7§ feet on the ground and
will contain a basement 25 feet long
on the water front for storage purposes.
Mr. Chas. Horsnell, who has the con-
tract for the erection of the foundation
walls, has the work already well ad-
vanced. The superstructure which wil®
be of wood, will be hurried along, Mr.,
Angus Rigby having it in charge.

A notable featuie of the station will
be the aquarium which will be in &
separate building alongside the labor-
atory. It will be 35x5) feet. It is hoped
to have a full representation of all the
small fishes of our waters that can be
kept alive. Attached to this there will
be a museum for clams, oystiers, and
other denizens of the deep that can-
not be kept in a live state. No pains
will be spared to make this aguarium
a thoroughly representative one.

The mess room will be erected near
the lakoratory.

Extending from the front of the
labratory a distance of 200 or more
feet will be a wharf, with fleat attach-
ed. The pier head which will give
seven feet of water at low tide at its
face, will be 30x50 feet, with an ap-
proach on Lents ten feet wide. The
contract for this wharf is to be award-
ed in a few days, so that it may be
erected in time for next season’s opera-
tions.

AsS at Wood’'s Hall, Mass., there will
be quite a fleet of boats attached to
the statign. Onue large vessel 100 feet
long will probably be built at Shel-
burhe this fall. This one will be used
for coasting along the shore, collect-
ing specimens from the St. Croix river
to Labrador. It will be supplied with
auxiliary pcwer. Smaller launches and
boats will be used for collecting nearer
home. These will probably be built in
Charlotte county.

Prof. Penhallow speaks in enthusi-
astic terms of the work that the sta-
tion will undertake. There will be un-
restricted reciprocity in investigation
between the United States and Can-
Ada, so that the biologists on both
sides of the line will be able to study
the marine life of the Atlantic coast
from Long Island to Labrador.

The St. Andrews station will form
the third of a series of permanent bio-

logical stations that the Canadian gov-

ernment proposes estblishing. A se-
cond one is already in operation at
Georgian Bay, under the direction of
Prof. Bensley, who was in St. Andrews
when the first station was established
here. The third station wil be located
on the Pacific not far from Nanaimo.
Prof. Pephallow, who will go to
Nova Scotia next week to look after
the construction of the large. vessel to
be used at the station, hopes to be able
to invite a number of our leading citi-
zens and public men to the formal
opening of the station this season.
