TOWN OF GOLD BRICKS.
P ]
Wealth Found in the Walls of Mexi-
can Adobe Houses.

There are many remarkable towns-
In Mexieo, but none more interesting
than Guanajuato, ‘‘the hill of the
frog.” It might more préperly be call=-
ed the “gold brick town,” for the
houses have been found to contain
much gold.

This is a curious situation, but it
came about naturally. Guanajuato—
pronouncéed Wah-nah-wahto—is one of
the oldest mining towns in Mexico, but
the value of the place as a town was
discovered when a railroad company
decided (to build a station there. It
was found necessary to tear down
about 300 adoke buildings, which were
made of the refuse of various mines
after the ore was extracted,

When it hecame known that the old
adobe buildings would be torn down
pieces taken at random were assayed.
It was found that because of the old
process, which left much gold and sil-
ver, they assayed from $3 to $24 a ton.
The mean value was estimated to run
about $8 gold a ion. .

The old buildings have brought about
$30,000 Mexican, in gold, and persons
who have built since the new machin-
ery has been installed in the mines
are bemoaning the fact that the new
houses do not contain as much gold as
the old.

NADA THROUGH OTHER EYES

(By. Oliver . Madox Hueffer.)

The. Anglo~Saxon .race has always
posgessed one. very romantic charac-
teristic, without which .it had certainly
never made such a fine showing in the
world. It is divided, I mean, into two
very distinct .camps. — those who do

things and those who talk about do- |
ing them. Having conceived, or, more ,

usually, borrowed an, idea, the talkers
set to work to.discuss it. . For years,
possibly for centuries, they argue, dis-
cuss, divide themselves into. parties
and sub-parties, wander away fram the
original subject of dispute, until. .the
end by forgetting its altogether,.and
by arranging a compromise about
something else altogether.

thought that is not of absolute com-
munion with Nature. We can find the
best sport in the world if we are
sportsmen, the finest  fishing—of all
kinds of new and unknoéwn fish—if we
are flshermen; the most perfect Alpine
and forest scenery among mountains
beside which the boasted Alps are
little better than.valleys—as the Irish-
man_said—if we love beautiful jand-
scapes. We may surmount an._abso-
lute . infinity of inaccessible virgin
peaks—I speak as one who has no ex-
perience of this sort of energy—if we
revel in the risking of our necks.
