Ladies’The awakening of China began with 

the sending of the' New Testament In­
to the Imperial palace In 1894. English 
and American ladles, together with 
certain Chinese Christian ladles decid­
ed In 1894 to give a/'birthday present 
to the Empress Dowager on her six­
tieth birthday. They finally arranged 
to give her a copy of the New Testa­
ment, elegantly bound and enclosed in 
a silver box, which In Its turn was 
enclosed In one of red plush, another 
of ebony.

The next morning the young Emper­
or sought the society and bought an 
Old and New Testament. ►Later after 
studying the Bible the Emperor sent 
men to buy up all the books carried 
by the missionaries. It was after the 
study of these books which led him to 
issue his great reform edicts of 1898.

Dr. Headland spo|te of the events 
leading up to the establishment of 
the Chinese Republic and told some 
interesting stories of the prominent 
figures In this movement He referred 
to the Ill-feeling against the Germans 
aroused by the seizure-of Ohai Chou, 
and of the good effect upon the people 
of China of the action of Great Bri­
tain in voluntarily relinquishing con­
trol of Wel-Hel, after' the Japs had 
driven the Russians out of Port Ar­
thur.

Hon. J. B. M. Baxter, attorney gen­
eral of the province, was present at 
the meeting and gave an Interesting 
address. He spoke of the history of 
the wheel. He also pointed out the 
need of more uniform business laws 
for the Maritime Provinces. At the 
present time there were slight differ­
ences between the commercial laws 
of Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and 
Prince Edward Island and Hon. Mr.
Baxter had an Idea that with uniform 
laws the business of the three prov­
inces could be carried on to much bet­
ter advantage. He was already In 
communication with the governments 
of the other two provinces and he ask­
ed the cooperation of the business 
men to bring about the necessary 
changea.

Some asked why there was not a 
uniform federal law governing busi­
ness, but the Attorney General point­
ed out that at the present time each 
province made its own business laws.
The difference between those in the 
east and those in the far west was 
marked and no change could be brou­
ght about at once. In the Maritime 
Provinces It was different for here the 
laws were generally the same.

The last letter she re­
ceived from him was a year ago last 
August, and he then spoke of leaving 
Grand Manan and looking tor a chance 
to go to sea. While on Grand Manan 
young Gilbert worked with Louis Stan­
ley and Frank Ingersoll, mostly fish­
ing with them. Those who knew him 
when he was on the Island say he 
was a quiet, likable chap, 
rather boyish looking, with dark eyes 
and clean cut features.

When the mother's 
fcoott Guptlll he mad enquiries, and 
learned young Gilbert had left the 
Island a year ago last September for 
Portland, but no further trace of him 
was obtainable. In her letter the 
mother expresses the fear that her 
son met with foul play, as she felt cer­
tain that It he was still Hving he 
would have written home, and that If 
he had shipped in a vessel which was 
subsequently lost at sea she would 
have been notified.
