NEW DIET KITCHEN
AT THE MILITARY HOSPITAL
The Canadian Club, who have been
responsible for so many activities at
the Military Hospital, have lately fur-
nished a diet kitchen where the food
for the soldiers who are on a special
diet will be prepared. Four ladies
have volunteered to look after this
and are at the hospital from ten a. m.
till six at night. At least lke the
V.A.D.s they are supposed to go at &g
but if there is anything needed by a
soldier they stay till they have done
everything possible for the men.
The diet kitchen is a mode! of sani-
tary painting and convenience. Every-
thing has its place and is kept in that
place. The walls are of ollcloth, a
brown dado with white above it and
the whole effect is bright and clean.
The fine stove was donated by the
McClary Co. and the refrigerator by
Emerson & 'Fisher, while a local
plumber put the stove in for his dona-
tion. The cooks work in two shifts
and are all past mistresses in the art
of making soups or delicacies for in-
valids.
