There are some of those men 
who should by all seeming laws of na­
ture be dead, or at least dying, but 
they hang on to life with a patient 
tenacity which is apparently inborn 
with their kind. This tenacity and 
good humor in bearing thedr wounds 
is of the same quality as that with 
which they face the enemy, and one 
lias only to talk to a few of our wound­
ed soldiers to have the truth brought 
clearly to one’s eyee.

Considering the weight of the attack 
our men have had to face, and the 
dangerous situation which so rapidly 
developed, by all rules the British 
Army should have been engulfed. Only 
one thing saved it; the imperturbable 
courage of the British soldier, be he 
Old Army. Terrier, New Army.

"If a man tells you he likes fight­
ing," said a wounded English soldier, 
"he’s one of two things. He’s either 
a blinkin' liar or a blessed miracle. 
There’s only one man in a few thous­
and that you can say really likes this 
business of flghtin*. The rest don’t like 
it but they stick It Who wants to be 
up to the neck in mud firin’ blue nzur- 
d* r into a crush of men that ought to 
know better than come at you? Who 
wants to live like a rat in a hole 
while shells are droppln’ thick and 
fast, and any one of them might send 
you to Kingdom Come? Nobod

here’s the thing about it If you don’t 
get up and fight them murderin' lookin' 
rampin’ Germans, you’re only a bit of 
muck on the face of the earth.

"îtiiough I don’t like the business 
any more than another man, I’m
