Tomiy Ryan, who dwdng his career
us & boxer, held the weiter and middle.
weight bitles, had some odd experien
ces ih the days when ho was a light
weight and had not acyuired tame or
fortune.  Nearly all of Rvalt's eanly
bouts were cofitésted in the iddie
West, ahd oy when he became a for
nidawe conteider for the honors of
the welter and middieweight divisions
did he drirt Hastward. Ryan was born
at Redwood, N. Y., March 20, 1870, his
hitme being Joseph Youugs. His fath
oF was Fromeh atid his honer English
Not gotting what he coneidered propef
recoghition of his pugiliciic talents in
the Bast, he went West and divided
his time for several y .rs bhetween
Michigan ahd Minnesot

Several boarts i which he demohn
