: 'Utt&;wm, Dec. li—fé'Special)—The report

of the postmaster general for the fiscal
year ending the 30bh June, 1901, has now
been published and shows great exten-
siohs of the service throughout the whol¢
of the dominion. Increased facilities were
extended to the public in various ways;
619 miiles. of additional railway were util-
ized for mail purposes, the total annual
mileage that the mails were. carried by
rail exceeding the total mileage of the
previous year by 16,962 miles.

‘I'he total mileage that the mails were

* carried by.stage routes exceeded that total
mileage’ of the previous year by no less
thén 460,809 miles. The frequency of the
mail service was increased for 347 post
oftices; 227 new post offices were opened;
13,375,500 more’ letters were carried than
ixi- the previous year- T
. 'Phe nimbéf of tgm igaried; ;d
paid duting the year increased from 709,
260 to 87,599, ﬂixeu;ggregate value of the
year’s being $1,459,016—an increase
of $108.389. This branch of the service
was indugurated in  August, 1898 The
total sale of postal notes that month was
2777, wist for the month of June, 1900,
it Was 96,500,

In the‘money order branch, 76,102 more
money ordérs were issned than in the
previous year. The aggregate value of
money orders for the year amounted to
$11,900,275:87, being an increase ‘over the
previous year of-$1,747,183.53—an increase
of $4,874,30525 over the value of the
money orders issued for the year ending
30th June, 1896, the last year of the Con-
servative administration.

‘I'he postal note and money order of the
department for the fiscal year just closed
aggregated $19,415,273.62, being greater by
$6,373,416 than during the fiscal year clos-
ing 30th June, 1896, or an increase of 49
pér cent-

wuring the year the department ar-
ranged with the United States a plan for

* the simplification of the exchange of money
orders and postal notes between the two

countries, the result being that an' agree-
ment was come to whereby the United
States pays all money orders and postal
notes drawn upon it by the Dominion of
Ganada ‘in the same manner as if the
orders were to bé paid in the dominion
itse f. Inis arrarngement practically adds
to the list' the names of some 30,000 of-
tices in the Unmited States upon which
the Canadian post office department may
now issue money orders and postal notes.
Canada rendets a similar sérvice to the
United States.

At the close of the year the amount on
deposit in the post office savings bank
amounted to: $39,950,812.62 or an increase
of $2,443.356.82, being the largest balance
at the close of any year.

‘I'here was an increase of 6,381 in the
total number of open accounts during the
year, there having been opened 157,368

‘new. accounts, as against 150,987 during

the previous year- o

‘L'he revenue for the year exceeded that
for the fiscal year ending 30th June, iowy,
by $238,924.19 notwithstanding the fact

that the public are now enjo¥ing a letter |
rate throughout Canada of two. cents as}
against the three cents as formerly—also |

a two cent rate as agaimst three cents on
letters to the United States and two
cents as against five cents on correspond-
ence between Canada and the rest of the
empire. The immediate result of these re-

ductions in rates, which' took effect in |

January, 1899, was a great loss of revenue
but there has been a steady increase in
correspondence and in the month of Jan-
uary last—that is, at the expiration of two
years from the time that this reduction
t®k effect—the monthly revenue had
grown to exceed what it had been under
the higher previous existing rates.

For the fiscal year ending the 30th Jume;
1896, there was a deficit in the depart-
ment, omitting Yukon transactions, am-
ounting to $781,152.19. The deficit for the
year 1900 has fallen to $416,183.99 not-
withstanding a reduction of about 33 per
cent in the rates of postage.

for no small share of criticism, but they
claim they are devoling nearly all théir
avaiiable time to the work and point out
that at least two of those stricken with
smalipox defiberately avoided opportuni=
ties tor vaccimation.
_ 1t is noteworthy to relate that the ma-
jority of the victims in the cases reported
recently have never been vaccinated and
those wiio were. vaccinated had not under-
gone the operation recently, and it looks
ag if the cases which have broken out
were due to the negligence 1n regard to
this matter. .

Whiie the ppinion is current that the
compuisory yvaccination should be prose-
cuted more .vigorously, ‘the statement of
br. Morris that only one successfully vad-
cinated person has contracted the disease
during tne present epidemic—and that has
proven a mild case—should be sufficient
to induce all persons to accept this means
of protection afforded: Dr. Morris has
come in contact with nearly 70 cases.

The smallpox record Tuesday was a
repetition of the previous day—one new
case and three probable ones being re-

But, as in all infectious diseases, per-
sonal habits will greatly influence the
result when exposure does occur, and
the disease is more fatal to vietims of
elcoholism, the poorly nourished and to
those whose vitality is lessened by liv-
ing in overcrowded and uncléanly fashion.

The immunity offered by vaccination is,
as a rule, complete, but vaccinated per-
sons occasionally suffer from a modified
form of the disedse, he says. No doubt
many of these cases would have been pre-
vented by revaccination.

On the subject of vaccination, he says:

“lt is now recognized that the protec-
tive influence of vaccination is fhot al-
ways of a permanent character, and chil-
dren who have been successfully vaccin-
ated in infancy should be revaccinated
Wwhen they reach the age of puberty, or
sooner, if smallpox is prevalent in" the
neighborhood: \

““The operation is so triffing-that it is
ciistomary to vaccinate old and youngs
with the exception of those who have been
successfully vactinated ' within a year or
two, whenever an outbreak of smallpox
occirs.  This practice . is to be recom-
riended, bt when the operation has been
performed“in"& ptoper manner, with virus
which"is Known to be reliable, it is folly
%o insist ‘upon a frequent wrepetition of
the vaccination beeause ‘it didn’t take.’

“If the first vaccination has been com-
pletely successful, a perfect result ‘from
revaccination is mot usually obtained; and
the fact that no resuit 'is obtained must
be taken -as evidence that the person is
grobected- The valtie of vaccination prac-
iced after éxposure to smallpox has been
demonst:,‘ra»ted-, and one who is not entire-
ly certain that he is protected by a rec-
ent successful vaccination will do well to
resort. to this important prophylactic
measure at once, if he has reason to sus-
péct that he has been exposed to small-
pox.”
