He went on to New
Delhi and Karachi where he made official
visits. He then proceeded to Colombo where
he represented Canada at the inauguration
ceremonies of an extension to the Katunayake
airport, a joint Canada-Ceylon project under-
taken under the Colombo plan.

Expenses paid by the government for the
official visits and courtesy calls made by Mr.
and Mrs. Dupuis amounted to $6,990.20.
