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Davidson is only a little bit mollified 

by the UNB Presidents response to a 
call by the external review report for 
more resources at Counselling Services.

The President has

UNB SU Budget 1997-98no matter who it is, unless the 
Ombudsperson is set up to report to a 
completely neutral body, which is 
basically impossible, that they will still 
be at a disadvantage in a conflict with a 
professor.”

A job description has yet to be drawn 
up for the new Ombudsperson position 
although Davidson will be a part of the 
process.

She did say the Ombudsperson 
should not report directly to the 
President.

Davidson also would like to know 
the real reasoning behind the Presidents 
decision to order what amounts to a 
second outside review of the residence 
system, following a review as part of 
student services. This last review is 
slated to begin soon with a final report 
due by Fall 1997.

“The Administration has come out 
with no firm reason that is unambiguous 
that students and the general public can 
understand as to exactly why they are 
doing his,” Davidson told the 
Brunswickan.

“What is the hopeful outcome of 
it?”she questioned.

Davidson is calling on UNB President 
Elizabeth Parr-Johnston to become 
directly involved in the strategic 
planning needed to improve student 
services at UNB.

She cites the need for UNB to 
improve its image in the amount of 
money it spends on student services, 
noting that the MacLean s survey rates 
this university consistently near the 
bottom when compared to others.

Davidson feels the President could 
definitely leave her mark on this 
university by making a difference in 
student life during her term of office.

“I would think that the President 
would want to start doing something 
now in terms of planning if things are 
to be carried out during her term in 
office," she said.

“Most of the students they are serving 
need crisis counselling and the staff have 
little time or money to spend on 
prevention," she said.

“It should also be a place where 
students in certain fields can do their 
internships," she feels.

Davidson also feels the need for 
Counselling Services may arise because 
students are increasingly frustrated 
because of the lack of student services 
elsewhere.

She envisions a scenario where lack 
of services at Financial Aid or the 
International Students office could 
result in an eventual visit to Counselling 
Services.

Davidson also feels the decision to 
split the Dean of Students office into a 
department head and an Ombudsperson 
position could be more to help the 
administration than the students.

“Dean of Students Tom Austin found 
himself in an obvious conflict of interest 
last year with the Neill House situation," 
Davidson said.

“Obviously that situation could arise 
again causing the administration more 
bad press or public relations and a lot 
more headaches at the very least.”

As a result, Davidson said splitting 
the Dean’s office, as recommended by 
the external review report, could not 
have been ignored.

As far as creating the ombudsperson 
office Davidson takes an ambivalent 
attitude, personally.

“I don’t think most students much 
care about that because they will see

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and what that entails is a time frame 
that we have given everybody, once the 
announcement is made which will 
enable them to acquire the meters for 
their cabs,” said Mayor Woodside. The 
meter system will be implemented 
during the summer, with September 
being the deadline.

When asked why this was happening 
during the summer when students 
wouldn’t be here to voice opposition 
Mayor Woodside said “First of all, this 
was discussed at length a few months 
ago, when the students were here. It 
was written up in the press and it was 
on the radio. The time frame was only

put into place to be fair to the owners 
and to allow them to prepare and to 
acquire the meters so as to not put them 
in a serious financial situation.”

The Mayor also said that he would 
be open to meet with students if they 
were able to show him that a metered 
ride would cost considerable more to 
downtown than what is being charged 
now.
