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past has frequently denied entrance 
to reporters from small or poor 
organizations, such as alternate 
press services.

This news comes at a time when 
wasteful government spending is 
der increasing fire, and commercial 
newspaper profits are so good the 
Financial Post picked an eastern 
newspaper chain as the best invest­
ment in Canada last year.

The Toronto Star, Canada’s largest 
daily, made an $8 million profit in 
1974, as well as paying off over $4 
million in loans that hadn’t yet come 
due.
