Widsten, the Fishery
guardian at Bella Coola, t0 be allowed 10 erect a
building on the Indian Reserve for the protection of
the motor boats situate at Bella Ccola belonging to
vour Departient. Upon oconsideration of the matter it
wno decgided to grant this verulesion, end the looal
Iiian agent, Ur. Iver Touquer., st Ralla Cools, wase
advised on the 27¢h ultimo that, vroviding the Indians
ave thelr consent and payuent was mads of whatever
was conslidered reasonable for the nrivilege, pemaiession
mizht be given, t0o continue during pleasure, for erec-

tion of the bullding on the Rella Ccola Reserve.
