The Lunatic Asylum.

I'be Morning Chronicle of Saturday presents
a statement of the recent action of tbe Govern.
ment in regard to this lostitution. It eays that
on the 12:h of May last, the Commissioners, un
able any longer to control the officers of the
nstiiution, who bad, without the Legislature or
the public ever suspecting it, been quarrelling
tor erghreen months, sent a letter aod resolution
to the Provincial Secretary, on the receipt of
which the gove: nmen: had no alternative but to
erqure into the atfairs of the Asylum. The
Board's resolution was considered in Council,
anl a Comumirtee of that budy, consisting ot ihe
President ot the Council, the Provincial Secre-
tary aod the Attoiuey General, was charged
with ihe performance of that duy. They first
perused the correspondence which bad passed
between the Board and iis officers, and the cor-
respondence of the cflicers with each other, They
read the minutes of the Board, eximiued the
Asylum in all 118 depariments, and then heard
the Commissioners, the Med cal Superintendent
auvd the Steward, upon all :be poiats of contro-
versy Tuey came to no hasty cocclusions. From
the 12th of May to near the end ot June, the
whole subject engaged the earnest attention of
the Commitree. Their views were embodied in
a Reporr, which being approved by the Governor
in Coancil, wasread to the Board, the Medical
Saperintendept and the Steward, who were in
formed that the pew arrangements contemplated
would take effect on the 1st of July.

Tue Governwent decided to refain the .ser-
vices of the Medical Superiniendent, and give
lym a fair trial onder a8 new and 1nproved sys-
tem As ihis wep involved the retirement of
the S'eward and Matrou, it was easy to carry
eogoncmy in‘o the depa tments over which they
presided.  This was done, and (he unnecessary
«{fi :es of Sceretary avd Cierk of Works were
at once abolshed ; the oversight of the Asylum,
ard all its finaucial aflairs. becing transferred to
the Board ot Works, wh ch has not too much to
do.

The Chroniele publishes also a letter from the
Honorable Provincial Sccretary in which besays:
