Six. thousand years ago in Eden
our Maker, in justly sentencing His
disobedient children .to .death, inti-
mated that ultimately the Seed of
the woman would. bruise the Ser-
pent’s head. . This hidden proinise
was the first intimation of the Di-
vine merey which our gracious Crea-
tor had purposed in Himself from
before the ®oundation of the world.'
Ever noble, kind and, graeious, our.
Creator restrained His mercy for the
good of His creatures—that they
might learn to appreciate thg ex-
ceeding sinfulness of sin. “For the’
good of the angels also, that they'
might fully know of His Justice, as
well as of His Wisdom and His
Power. God insisted upon dealing
with His creatures from the stand-
point of exact Justice. ~Man had
sinned, and theeby had forfeited all
claim upon the eternal life which

Eternal torment, as we., have al-
ready seen, did not in any sense or
degree enter into ‘the Divine pur-
pose. His sentence upon man, plain-
Iy stated, was, {Dying, thou shalt
die,” not Liying, thou shalt live in
torment. (Genesis 2:17.) God pur-
posed to exemplify in His dealings
with our race a principle of Divine
.Bovernment to be made operative
everywhere ultimately—amongst all-
His creatures on the spirit plane as
well as upon the earthly.

Long centuries after, God spoke to

Abraham, but first tested his faith
and loyalty. To him the Almighty
mentionéd the same great Deliverer
whe would bruise the Serpent’s head.
God gave Abrgham the assurance
that this One would in some way be
identified with his posterity, so that
He might  properly be called the
Seed of Abraham. God said, “In thy
Seed ghall all the families of the
earth be blessed.”
"“The Divine . Program was . not
chahged, but more explicit state-
ments - wer€ given respecting it.
Thereafter all who were taught of
.God would know to look for the
Messianic blessing  throtgh ' Abra-
ham’s Seed. This Covenant wal
afterward confirmed with an Oath to
Abraham, and later ‘fo Isagc and then
to Jacob. This Covenant became the
basis of God’s adoption of the entire
nation of Israel—all of Jacob’s chil-
dren. - They were the heirs' of the
Abrahamic = Promise — the Oath-
bound Covenant. All the hopes that
haye thus far preserved Israel as a
people are built upon the foundation
of this Covenant, secured to them by
the Word and the Oath of our un-
changeable God. s

If- it should seem strange to us
that the Almighty Jehovah should
condescend - to make oaths to His
creatures respecting , the . gracious
gifts of His hand, I-remind you that
God knew what Abraham did not
know; namely, that the Promise at-
tested by that Oath would linger for
more than thirty-nine hundred years
without accomplishment. God fore-
knew that without His Oath to this
Promige “Israel would naturally feel
either that He had forgotten it, or
that something had occurred to alter
or amiend the Divine Program. Hence
the Qath and the fact that this Cove-
nant i8 called the Covenant of the
Oath.

From Genesis to Malachi there is
nothing in the Holy Scriptures that
implies a ehange of nature from hu-
man to spiritual for mankind in gén-
eral. - Nothing intimates that man-
kind will ever be like the angels.
The prophetic promises, on the con-
trary, tell of restitution to the form-
er estate—to human perfection and
to an Eden home restored—world-
wide® The Jubilee system of the
Law of Moses taught this same les-
son. On the fiftieth year every slave
was set at liberty and every property
reverted to its original owners. In
this God pictured man’s return to
barmony with Himself-—man’s liber-
dtion from the bondage of Sin and
Death, his regtoration to the image
of his Creator, from which he fell
through sin, and the return to him
of the dominion of earth in its glori-
ous perfection.

I remind you of the wonderful
word pictures drawn by the Prophet
Isaiah. He tells that the wilderness
shall “blossom ‘*as the rose; that
streams shall break forth in the
desert; that the blessing of the Lord
shall be upon the earth, and it shall
yield its increase. He tells that
then the inhabitant shall no more
say, I am sick, when all the blind
eyes shall be opened and all the deaf

ears shall be unstopped.
The - Prophet Jeremiah tells u§

that then ft'will do longer hé necés:
sary 'to say to dne's neighbobr or to

one’s' brother, Kiiow. thou the Lord; |

for all shall know Him, from  the
ledast to the' greatest. The Prophbet
Hagbakkuk declares - that.in that
gloribus time the-knowledge: of the
glory of God sh#ll fill the: whole
earth. \

come to the world, according.to the
Scriptures, until first God’s blessing
shall be upon His ancient people
Israel, as attested by the Oath-beund

_ Somé& have imagined that Mes-
giah’s ‘Kingdom will be an earthly
one, and that Mesgiah Himself Wwill
be a great man, . But this is a mis-
take, 1srael’s, long-promised King
will ‘be, not,a man, but a Bpirit be-
ing, Jehovah's honored Agent, whose
glory will be far higher than that
of angels who will be His ministers,
His servants. :

Do we not all remember that it is
written in the Book of Daniel (7:13,
14) that Messigh will come in the
clouds of Heaven? To Him the An-
cient of Days will give the domin-
ion and government, and all peoples
and nations: shall serve Him. Sarely
we are not to expect Messiah to
come and conguer the world with
cannon and dreadnoughts; God has
another method by which earthly
powers shall melt before His glori-
ous Kingdom in ‘the hands’ of Mes-
siah. i -

Another deseription ‘of Messiah’s
Kingdom conquering the world ‘is
given in the 97th Psalm. There is
no doubt that this is the prephetic
picture here given. His Kingdom,
like David’s and Solomon’s of 6ld,
will be Jehovah’s Kingdom; dut, un-
like theirs, His will be the higher,
the spiritual, Heavenly. i

We read, “Clouds and thick dark-
ness are round about Him; righte-
ousness and justice are tke founda-
tions of His Throne.” Destru e
judgments as a fire will sweep away
unrighteous institutions,
world, whether these be backed by
Jewish or by Gentile capital or arms.
Then, the Prophet declares, ¢His
lightnings (His revelations) will en-
lighten (and reform) the world.”
Society as now organized, symboli-

cally oalled the earth, will tremble.

This is algeady the case;

Soon the next verse will have ful-
filment. The mountaing; will . melt
like wax at His presence. From the.
Heavenly ones will come the mes-
sage of ‘God’s rightébusness: and all
the people shall see “His glory—the

glory of the Divine character in the

righteousness of the Kingdom.: gnr
worshipers of idols of every ql: d
will be ashamed. Those who are
worshipers 6f mammon—stocks and
bonds, houses and lands—will, ‘as
Mr. Carnegie has -~ declared, be
ashamed of riches accumulatéd con-
trary to the Golden Rule. i

The next verse tells of the Jews
and shows how this blessed Message
of the Kingdom will affect them, say-
ing, ‘“Zign heareth i¢ and rejoiceth;
glad are the daughters ¢f Jerusalem
because of Thy .decrees, O Jeho-
vah!” Then, ,tp¥owg the message
that+is particularly due to-day to all
—both rich and poor—Ye that love
the: Lord, hate ye the ‘evil. " He will
preserve the lives of His pious ones.”

"Malachi 3:1-5 is another prophecy
speaking of the same great Messiah,
Mediator of .the New Covenant, King
of kings and Lord of lords. As the
Representative of Jehovah, His Fa-
ther, He is to reign until all enemies
gshall be put down; until Satan shall
be bound and ultimately crushed;
until Adam and his race, released
from the Divine sentence, shall under
the New Covenant conditions be lift-
ed out of sin, degradation and death
up to perfection and life everlasting
—the unwilling and disobedient be-
ing destroyed in the Secomd Death.

The Prophet Malachi points out
that the Messenger. of the New que-
nant whom bhe announces, is the
glorious Mediator and antitypical
King for whom Israel: had waited.
long and of whom they delighted to
think. He would come to the Tem-
ple—thus lmpfying that He would
be not only an antitypical Prophet,
an antitypical King, but also an anti-
typical Priest—‘‘after the Order of
Melchizedek*s “A Priest upod His
Throne.” ¢

But after this joyful proclamation
that Israel’s long-expected Mediator
of the New Covenant should be look-
ed for, they were warned that His
Day would Be one of trial, of special
testing and proving, in order that
the Lord might find the antitypical
Priests and the antitypical Levites
to serve in the antitypical Temple.
He would be liké a refiner’s fire to
take away the dross and to Teave
only the pure metal—fiery trials and
testings being implied. He would
be like “fuller’s soap,”” in the sense
that a great wasHing or purging
would take place to make ready: for
the Kingdom the called and chosén
and faithful.. » . ' ?

At that time the consecration of
Judah and Jerusalem unto the Lord
will be acceptable as.in olden times.
We may understand that this spirit
of devotion is now reviving amongst
the Jews, particularly amongst those
who are identified with Jerusalem
and the Zionist movement. Hitherto
this has been a political movement
in the interest of Jewish nationaliza-
tion and a home for exiles. Now,
however, the due time ha8 come for
a real movement of those who have
thé faith—to draw near to God and
to show their faith by helping for-
ward in the restoration of Jerusalem
and her interests.

(2) THus.prepared to become the
Redeemer, it: was His privilege to
make full consecration of His earth-
ly interest, and the Father’s pleas-
ure to beget Him of the Holy Spirit
at Jordan to the spirit nature on the
highest plane of existence, For
three years and a“half His sacrifice
burnéd ‘on the altar. It was indeed
better than ‘the sacrifice of bulls and
goats; for it was a corresponding
pricé for Adam—'‘an eye for an eye,
a tooth for a tooth, a man’s life for
a ‘than’s lfe.”

(3) "When JeSus had thus sacrifi-
cially parted Wwith' His earthly life
He exgeﬁe,neeq ‘a redurrection change
from human nature to spiritual, like
what He was originally; only higher
and more glorious,  Thus He was at
once both a sacrifice and the spirit-
begotten Priest’ who ‘offéred that
sacrifice.  When""'Hé adrose from ‘the
dead, His personal Sacrifice had énd-
ed, and His personal perfection as a
spirit being was completed. -~ | -

The question thon arises, Why did

He not at once begin His greéat work |

a3 Prophet, Priest, King and *New
Covenant Mediator for Israel " and,
through Israel, for the world? The
Scriptures answer that it was bé-
cause there was to be more than ofte
sacrifice in. the Divine Plan ‘on the
antitypical Day of -Atordement.
Throughout this Gospel Age this
risen, glorified High Priest, Medfa-
tor, Prophet .and King has been wait-
ing to inaugurate His glorious King-
dom of Blessing—waiting while a
little 'handful of saints' should be
selected from the world, tested and
found worthy, and then glorified with
HimseH—a Little Flock, both Jews
and Gentiles.

Thus seen, the re-
velation of the great Messenger of
the New Covenant is very important,
not only to the Jews, but also to the
world of mankind, who must reecive
their blessings under Israel by cam-
pliance with the same New DLnw
Covenant. Moreover, the elect
handful of saints drawn, called and
gathered during the parenthesis per-
iod of the Gospel Age are also deep-
ly interested in God’s glorious King-
dom; for the Divine promise is that
they shall then be changed to be

like their Master and to share His
glory.

Studying the Bible

self you will see that the Divine pre-

. dictions of Messiah’s Kingdom indi-

cate that it will have a glory and a
power superhuman, in the liqht of
which eveh Solomon’s glory, riches
and honor will fade. Indeed, was
not Solomon merely a foreshadow of
the great King of Glory, the Heav-
enly One?

When we remember that Mes-

‘siah’s Kingdom is not only to bless

those living at the time of its estab-

L lishment, but gradually to awaken |,
the dead and give all of Adam’s Tace
a. full opportunity to attain life ever- |4

lasting, then it will be seen that the
Kingdom must be a gpiritual "ome.
Then, too, Messiah’s Kingdom of
Light is represented as superseding
Satan’s kingdom of darkness—both
spiritual. Bs s :

In full accotd with this thought is

‘the prophecy, “Behold, ¥ King shafl
prindes

reign in righteousness, and

shall execute judgment.” (Isaixh
32:1.) Messiah will be the gréat
King—the Church, His Bride, being
aspociated with Him. The Princes
who will execute judgment will be

the Ancient Worthies of Israel—:

Abraham, Isaac, Jacob and all ‘the
holy Prophets—catrying out 'thé
decrees and regulations of the Heav-
enly Messiah. This is the mé&aning
of the Lord’s promise to Tsrael, “I
will restore thy judges as at the first,
and thy counselors as at the begin-
ning.”’—Isaiah 1:26.

In conclusion, I ask you to note
the critical transiation of my text
which I have given. ' According to
the Hebrew, the nations are fo bless
themselves in the Seed of Abraham.
In other words, after ‘the establish-
ment of Messiah’s Kingdom, when
Israel shall “have been reorganized
and brought into favor with God
under the New Covenant (Jeremiah
31:31-34), and when the Princes of
all the earth shall be Israelitish—
Abraham, Isaac, Jacob and all the
Prophets—then the door of oppor-
tunity, first opened to the Jew, will
stand open to all nations, that they
may be adopted under the gracious
terms of the Néw Covenant. Then,
with Isrzel as sérvants of God, they
may become children of Abrah&am.
This is the significance of the words
of our text. The nations shall bless
themselves in Abraham’s Seed—by
becoming through faith and conse-
cration to God members thereof.
