HYDRO ELECTRIC

The “knockers" with regard to thi 
above splendid and cheap power, an 
dying har'd.

Recently in London it was assertei 
that under Hydro Electric, the cos, 
of pumping had gone up at Spring 
bank. Here is the answer, a con 
tained in the London Free Press:—

“On account of many reports cir 
culated to the effect that Hydr< 
power should not have been intrb 
^'Ç.ed^.t „the. Springbank pumpinj 
-station, Manager Glâubitz, of th| 
water commission, prepared am 
presented to the water commission 
ers at a meeting yesterday, figure! 
that showed that the installation 
saved the city an average of $1.306 
a year.

In 1911, when electrification was 
first proposed for the station thd 
city was spending' in the neighbor! 
hood of $7,100 for coal, and S too fot 
labor for handling it and tending 
the fires. The total expenses for the 
station that year amounted to $124 
263.74. About two thirds of tha 
amount or $8,000 was spent for gen 
crating steam.

The electrical power required foj 
operating the pumps could, by the 
excerise of care, be supplied at offi 
peak periods bqth winter and sum] 
mer as these departments are operj 
ated jointly. For the same reaso* 
the corrective effect of the large 
synchronous pump motors on thd 
city’s power factor could be madq 
use of to the best advantage, 
addition the Springbank pumpinj 
station could serve as a distributif 
centre for electrical power withou 
incurring any further expense fo 
attendance.

After making a search at thi 
pumping station for apparent losse 
in the water pumpages Mr Glaubit 
found that the pumps were no 
working properly, and two turbini 
pumps of three million gallon: 
capacity each, and driven 250 horse 
power, 2,300-volt motors, were in 
stalled in the room previously oc­
cupied by a two million gallot
