DEATH IN SHACK

Found Bodies of Murdered
Man and Suicide.

Killed Man Who Was Kill-
ing Him, Note Said.

Winnipeg, Man,, Sept. +.—The trag-

edy of a lonely shack in the far north-
ern wilds of Western Canada is recalled
in detail by the arrival in Winnipeg of
a letter to Mrs. Mills, wife of Captain J.
W. Mills, of the Hudson’s  Bay Company
sleamer Mackenzie River, plying between
Fort McPherson and Fort Smuth, Lhe
letter tells the story of a young clerk
who when bringing out tne mail in the
spring, on June 6th, found Pete Meland
dead with his head crushed, and W. S.
Elever, the other man’s prospecting part-
ner, dead of powson, self admunistered,
and a confession, signed by the latter,
telling of ‘the whole tragedy. T'he sceue
of the horror is Salt Rjver, about five
hundred  miles  north of Great-Slave
lake. )

The confession read as follows:

1 bave been sick a long time; | am
not crazy, but have simply heen goaned
to death. He (Heland) thought 1 had
more money’ than | have, and has been
trying to finish me. T tried to get him
to go after some wmedicine, but he won'd
not, wishing to have me die. So, good-
ble.--W. S, Elever.”

“I have just killed the man that was
Killing me, so good-bve, and God bless
you all. T am awfully weak and down
sinee the last of March, so there is noth-
irg but death to me.

BE CAREFUL
WITH THE COAL

Britain’s Will be Exhausted
in 175 Years.

Sir Wm. Ramsay at the
British Association.

Bigger Supply of Radium is
Needed.

London, Sept. 4.—Sir William
SRy gave a surprise to the members
of the British Association, which be-
gan its eighth annual meeting at Ports-
mouth yesterday. The eminent chemist
had been expected to deal in his presi-
dential address with the wonders of sei-
ence. lInstead, he delivered a grave
warning to England that at the present
rate of consumption of her coal supply
she will be a bankrupt nation 173 years
hence, )

"It may be suid that 173 years is a

long time,” said Sir William. “ln the
life of a nation it is & mere span.” = Sir
\r}'illiun urged governmental afforesta-
tion and mineral economy in the use of
coal, in order tunt “our iife as a nation
mnay be prolonged.” Both in industrial
life and in the home trade, he said,
there was room for economy. He advo-
cated the apvointment of a national
commission, whose object should be' to
keep abreast with the diminution® of
stores of natural energy, and take steps
Lo léssen its vate,
_"Two courses are open,” said Sir Wil-
l.la_m, in conclusion, “first, the laissez
faire plan of leaving to seli-interested
competition the combating of waste, or,
secondly, initiating legislation, which, in
the interest of the whole nation, will
endeavor to lessen the squandering of
our natural resources, This legislation
may be of two kinds—penal, that is, im-
posing a penalty on the wusteful ex-
penditure of energy supplies, and help-
ful, that is. imparting information as to
what can be done, advancing louns at an
easy rate of interest to enable reforms
to be carried out, and insisting on the
greater prosperity which would result
from the use of more efficient  appli-
ances,

“The subject is a complicated one, and
it will demand the combined efforts of
experts and legislators for a generation,
but if it be not considered with definite
intention of immediate action, we shall
be held up to the deserved execration of
our not very remote descendants.”

As England’s coal supply is admitted-
Iy the comerete basis  of  the nation’s
wealth and power, Nir William Ramsay’s
address draws attention to the faet that
the country is living on its capital and
that bankruptey is in sight within a few
Zenerations,

Sir William did not leave radium ont
of consideration in his forecast. On the
contrary,  he suggested wonderiul pos-
sibilities that would eventuate were it
possible to discover a method of har-
nessing that element with its enormouns
stored-up energy.

"I we knew.” Nir William said, “that
radinm and its descendants  decompose
spontaneonsly  evolving  energy, why
should not other, more stable eleme
decompose when subjected to enon
strains?  This leads to the speculation
whether, if the elements are capable of
disintegration, the world may not have
at its disposal a hitherto unsuspected
source of energy.”

Nir William did not <ee much hope in
this direction, however, for. he con-
cluded:

BIG HORN DUG UP.

EightFeet Long and Weighs
150 Pounds.

Welland, Sept. 4.—A peculiar find of
a horn of an immense size was made
by workmen excavating and deepening
a pond on the farm of Harry Smith,
a few miles west of her-,

The horn is evidently that-of ‘some
animal which roamed ths conntry thon-
sunds of years ago. It is eight feet in
length and a true half circle, two feet
and two inches around the large end.
It tips the scale at 150 pounds. It is
in a good state of preservation, and
fifteen wrinkles can easily be distin-
guished. These wrinkles circle it at
the big end. ;

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Red clover hay well cured is an ex-
cellent food for horses. It is almost
a balanced ration. When horses are
at work it is too bulk as an exclusive
ration, and thereiore grain should be
fed in conncetion with 1. Corn is
excellent for this purpose. I know
of many farms on which clover hay
is  often given as an exclusive feed
for farm-work horses during the win-
ter season, when only light work is
done.

Summer legumes are almost indis-
pensable for maintaining swine, dairy
cows, work horses and fowls. Such
crope as cow pease, soy beane and
vetch showwu & piauted on every
farm. In addition to their feeding
value, which is sufficient to com-
mend thesee crops, they assist in main.
taining the fertility of the soil.

Protein, etarch, fat, esugar and
fibre are the nutrients that make up
fodbds. Protein is the only one from
which muscle and tissue can be made
—the oOthers serve to produce heat,
energy and fat. Starch and sugar are
equal in food value. The fibre id the
plant cut green has .the same food
value as starch; when the plant is
mature the fibre becomes largely in-
digestible s in straw. Fat serves
the same purpose in the animal body
as starch; it is more concentrated,
having two and one-fourth times as
much nutriment in.a given weight.

Snug hog quarters can be made by
building a lean-to to a stable, making
board roof "and sides and covering
with tarred paper. Neponset paper or
similar material. Then make a clean
nest in a dry goods box in one cor-
ner. Stable manure can be thrown
into this vard if there is no cellar
upon the barn.

An old horseman remarked recent-
ly: “1f a may wants to learn about
horzes he must learn irom horses.”
A man to be successful must be with
horses and be a close obeerver of
their moods, manners and make-up.
A colt should be trained from the first
moment he is helped to his feet. Jf
taught to yield early to man’s re-
straint and guidance he will never
need “‘breGking.” To follow his mas-
ter’s wishes will be a second nature.
Never speed a colt too young, and
when he is given speed permit is for
ehort spurts only as he can bear it.

Ground grain for hogs will always
give best results, but there is a time
when corn Is new and they masticate
it well, when'it does not pay to grind
it. It i alwavs more enonomical to
grind all small grain, such as wheat,
oats, barlev and rye.

The garden needs rotation as well
as_the field. Do not thing that vou
can grow cabbape or onions or Jet-
tuce upon one particular plot con-
tinuously withour meeting with {fail-
ure. Beziae; receiving a decreased
vield, a nuinber of inseet pests and
fungous diseases will thrive {rom
vear to vear when a complete rota-
tion is not practiced. Change the dif-
ferent garden crops from one part
of the plot to another, and occaeion-
ally seed the plot for clover jor a
vear and grow the garden on a fer-
tile spot on the back par: of the farm.

When green-maunure crops are plow-
ed under, there is more or less ten-
dency of such material to eour the
land, and aplications of lime after

plowing under such crops sweeten the |
soil and securs a more favorable con- |

dition for the growth oi clover. It
is very important to work in clovers
as often as nossible, and a sweat soil
is necessary to get good results with
them.

On the subject of hauling manure,
Professor Gilmore, of the New York
Lixperiment Station, eays: “We think,
all things considered, it is better to
haul the manure directly from the
stable to the fields than it is to pile it
up for any length of time. If well-
rotted manure is deeired for truck-
ing purposes or for top-dreesing for
hay lands, then it must be «tored,
but under ‘ordinary conditions for
this purpose los from 25 to 45 per
cent. in the fertilizing value of man-
ure occur, and if it is not kept reason.
ably wet and stirred from time to
time,” exceesive fermentation resulte,
to say nothing of dry burning and
leaching. Losses amounting to 37 to
57 per cent. have been recorded when
manure has been exposed to weather.
This loss refers mainly to the fertil-
izing maierial in the manure. It is
etill available as humus or organig
matter when applied to the eoil.”

GERMANY AND FRANCE -
SPARRING FOR TIME

Big Bluff Said to be Put Up by Germany
to Scare France.

New York, Sept. 4.—A London cable
to the Tribune says:

The optimism prevailing in the press
respecting a settlement of the Morocco
difficulty is not shared by pohiticians
and officinls here. They are aware tiat
the Admiralty is quite prepared tor an
emergency, and that the homesfleet can
be brought inte condition for war at a
moment’s notice.

It is an open secret that there are ac-
tive negotintions in progress at the Ikor-
eign Office, and that the Kussian Am-
bussador hus been frequently consulted.

A member of Parliament, who 18
watching the situation closely, remarked
last night: “Kverything depends upon
ussia. If France can have mihtary as
well as naval support, the German km-
peror will not  he allowed a victory in
West Africa which will  increase lis
nrestige at home and be a source of dun-
ger and embuarrasiment to the bLiritish
Kmpire.”

The speaker added that he was hoping
for a change of diplomatic methods, by
which the German Foreign Office wouid
be forced to deal collectively with kng-
land, France and Runssia, instead of indi-
vidually with w»ach one of them.

Financiera prdinarily well informed do
noi. share the apprehension of war in-
volving the four powers, but insist that
untilmately there will 'be a settiement,
although neither iI‘rance nor Germany 13
prepared at present to accept the terma
offered by the other.

WILL BE NO WAR,

New York, Sept. 4. A eable to the
Times from Berlin says:

“There will he no war over Moroeco.
Giermany is putting up one of the most
gigantic bluffs on record.” )

This. i the summary of the exiating
international situation that was given
to-day to the Times' correspondent by a
prominent official of a New York bank-
ing compuny who has been on ulluuntr-
touch with the leaders of the German

financial world for the past fortnight.
For obvious reasons he declines to per-
mit the publication of his name. He
said:

“Gierman financiers assure me that
war cannot possibly eventuate from the
Moroccan crisis, unless, of course, some
sudden and wholly unexpeeted ‘voleanic
eruption’ sheould lead it. German diplo-
macy is maintaining an ostensibly stiff-
necked and uncompromising attitude in
dealing' with France, but the German
Government knows very well that the
Fatherland was never less ready than at
the present moment to court the incal-
culable risk of a great international con-
flagration. Her financial and industrial
situation simply will not permit it.

“My German banking friends do not
mean to intimate that the country’s con-
dition is at all unsound. What they
mean i3 that Germany owes colossal
sums abroad mnotably to French bank-
are.  These credits would cease automa-
tically the moment war began. Germany
would then suddenly be called upon to
meet enormous obligations in all direc-
tions. Her economic fabric would be
paralyzed at a blow. Her huge trade
would be arrested. The pioneer work
of years would be undone, ’

“Germany is trading and developing
her industries to an incredible extent on
borrowed foreign capital. Her indebt-
edness to French banks alone, probably
amounts to $100,000,000.

“German financiers, who “would have
the last word if it really camg to a
queation of war. know all this and they
declare that war is not dreamed of.”

A RICH BRIDE.

Miss Force to Get Millions
From J. J. Astor.

Newport, Sept. 4.—The fieeting visit
of John Jacob Astor, Miss Madeline
Force and her father to Nefeport last
Monday was explained thjs afternoon
when it became known on {hat day the
important business of marriage settle-
ment was transacted here.

The amount of money which will come
into possession of the beautiful Miss
Force on the day of the wedding was
not announced, but most of the esti-
mates range from $1.000,000 to $10,000,-
V0U.  Some believe that the sum is as
high as $25,000,000, but it is probable
that the <ctual settlement is between
two and three millions. Even at that
Miss Force will be the richest bride in
many years,

The settlement was drawn up in the
presence of Col. Astor, Miss Force, Wil-
liam H. Foree and Commodore Lewis
Cass Ledyard, the noted lawyer. The
United States Trust Company, of New
York, is named as the trustee. The .
