Canadian Inshore Fisheries.
Department of Marine and Fisheries, 

Fisheries Branch,
Ottawa, June 6th, 1879.

PUBLIC NOTICE, and particularly 
the attention of DEEP SEA and 

INSHORE FISHERMEN, ie directed to 
the following provisions ot the Statute 81 
Vic. Cap. 60, known as the Fisheries 
Act, passed on the 22nd May, 1868 :

1. Section 14: Froliebite the throwing 
overboard or leaving of dead or decaving 
fish, or remains of offals of fish, or other 
marine animals, within any water where 
fishing is carried on, or upon any fishing 
bank ; also forbids leaving the same in any 
net or other fishing apparatus.

2. Section 14, Sub-section 2: Provides 
that dead or decaying fish, or any other 
deleterious substance, shall not be drawn 
into, or allowed to pass into, or be left, or 
remain in any water frequented by any 
kinds of fish mentioned in the fishery 
laws.

8. Section 18, Sub-section 7 : Bag-nets 
and trap-nets and fish-pounds are prohi­
bited, excepting under special licenses.

Besides the fines imposed by said Sta­
tute, any offender against the Fishery 
Laws is liable to the forfeiture of the nets, 
materials, implemerag or appliances used 
in connection with the offence.

Fishery Officers may seize upon their 
own view, or on complaint, any fishing 
'gear subject to confiscation, and fine of­
fenders iorthwith.

British add foreign fishermen alike are 
required to conform to to the Canadian 
fishery laws.

It having been established in evidence 
that certain kinds of nets used for mackerel 
and other fish, are fished in contravention 
of the fishery laws, by destroying quanti­
ties of small fish, besides mature fishes 
which are thrown away dead or dying, or 
are. left to decay on the flshiig grounds, or 
within the inshore waters ; the fishery of­
ficers are instructed to strictly enforce the 
fishery laws passed to prevent such illegal 
and injurious practices.

They are also instructed that British 
subjects, when fishing in British waters, 
are bound to conform in every respect to 
the Canadian fishery laws, and that for­
eigners fishing within three miles of the 
coasts of Canada, under treaties, in com­
mon with British tobjects, are required to 
do so in conformity with the fishery laws 
which govern the operations of British 
fishermen.

Thornton, Mr. Victor Drummond 
stated that daring the year ending 
Jane 30th, 1878. the value of notion 
and breadatnffa exported to the 
United Kingdom exceeded the value 
of the total imports of merchandise 
from the United Kingdom Into the 
United States. In a later report, 
dated Washington, April 8th, 1879, 
just published by the Foreign Office, 
Mr. Drummond says this short para­
graph sums up the present commer­
cial relations of the two coootriee. 
Ae some slight consolation to the 
English land-owners and farmers 
who are suffering from this compe­
tition, he remarks tbst American 
land-owners and farmers in the 
Eastern and North-Eastern States 
also complain of the competition of 
the Western and North-Western 
States in farming produce :—

“Tbie condition of things arises 
from the low rates, both by rail and 
water, from the Western and North- 
Western States to the Atlantic 
ports, and from the development of 
the agricultural interests in those 
States, due to their practically il­
limitable capacity for agricultural 
production, to the fact that the cost 
of production is much less than in 
the more easterly States, and to the 
fact that the railroad system of the 
country has been widely extended 
throughout these States, thereby 
securing cheap, rapid, and regular 
transportation. During the year 
1806 the average weight for the car­
riage of wheat from Chicago to New 
York by Lake and Erie Canal was a 
little over 27 cents per bushel, but 
during the year 1878, by the same 
route, the average rate was 7} cents, 
and by rail 12 cents. Daring the 
present year the average cost of 
transporting wheat from the region 
of the Red River of the North, in 
the northern part of the State of 
Minnesotsto the city of Now York, 
has been only 20 cents per buehel. 
This it a marvel of cheap freight.

During the last 21 years the ex­
porta of breadstuff» from the United 
States have increased enormously! 
In 1860 they were valued at $24,- 
420,000; in 1878 the bread and 
breadstuff, exported were valued at 
$181,777,000. In 1877 the total 
production of wheat was 364,194,009 
bushels, produced on an area of 
26,277,000 acres, an average yield 
per acre of 13.9 bushels. This was 
the higbeet average yield during ten 
years, tho annual average yield of 
the years 1868 77 being 12.12 bush­
els per acre. The average value 
per bushel in 1877 was 108.2 cents. 
In 1868 the average per bbshel was 
142.4 cents, but this seems to have 
been an exceptional year. The di­
minished value per bushel of the 
other cereals in the UoiCPd States is 
shown still more forci hi v than in the 
wheat crops. Corn, for instance— 
the total production of which ill 1877 
amounted to the prodigious quantity 
of 1.342,558,000 bushels, grown on 
an area of 50,369,113 acres—fell in 
average value per bushel from 62.8 
cents in 1868 to 35-8 centa in 1877 ; 
the annual average being 49.1 cents. 
Rye in like manner fell in value 
from 127.4 cents per bushel in 1868 
to 59.2 cents in 1877, the annual 
average in the decennial period being 
83.7 cents. Oats, which were valued 
at 55.9 cents per bushel in 1868, 
fell to 29.2 cents in 1877, with an 
annual average in the 10 years of 
40.1 cents. Barley was valued at 
130.2 cents per bushel in 1868', and 
at only 63.9 in 1877, with an animal 
average in the like period of 89.9 
cents.

From statistics it appears that the 
exports of bacon and hams were 
fifteen limes as great in 1878 as In 
1870 ; beef three times and a half as 
great ; cheese twice as great ; lard 
nearly ten times as greet ; and pre­
served meats more than sixteen 
times as great. The average ex­
port price of bacon and hams in the 
United Stales fell from 15.7 cents in 
1870 to 8.7 centa in 1878 ; of lard 
from 16.16 cents in 1870 to 8.8 centa 
in 1878 ; and of pork from 13.2 
cents in 1870 to 6.8 cents in 1878.; 
while, on the other hand, the price 
of called beef increased from 7.3 
cente per pound ; in 1870 to 7.6 
cents per pound in 1878. The rapid 
extension of corn culture has in­
creased the pork supply very much 
beyond the requirements for home 
consumption, thus leaving a yearly 
Increased surplus for exportation to 
foreign countries. The falling price 
of corn seems to have correapooded 
nearly with that of pork and pork 
products, the export price of the 
former having fallen from 93 centa 
per bushel in 1870 to 56.2 cents in 
1878. It ia estimated that the total 
product of butter in the United 
States during the year 1877 amounted 
to 950,600,0C9 lb. It would appear, 
therefore, that the exports of butter 
during tt.e year 1878 amounting to 
21,837,117 lb., constituted shout 2.8 
per cent, of the total production in 
the country. The total production 
of cheese in the United States dur­
ing 1877 is estimated et 310,000,- 
000 lh., of which 128,783,736 lb., con­
stituting about 40 per cent, of the 
entire product, was exported.”

The value of exports of live ani­
mals from tho United States during 
the last fiscal year, was eight limes 
the value of such exports during the 
year ended the 30th lune, 1808. 
About 65 per cent, of the entire ex­
ports of live animale was <b Great 
Britain and Ireland, about 15 per 
cent, to Cuba, and about 12 per 
cent, to British Possessions in North 
America.
