-a Large Attendance of Visitors.

Westmor land are not in the habit of

age to ‘‘get there” to an extent
seldom equslled by their more self-
assertive and noisy neighbers., The
annusl exhibition or Fall Show held
on the grounds of the Sackville and

last Friday was deserving of a little

Sociely, and in some reepects was
far superior not only to all previous
shows by the same organization but
to more pretentious exhibitions held
elsewhere.

The show of agricaltural products
10 the Exbibition building -was re-
msrkably good, and io the opinien
of competent judges, far exceeded
the display in the same line at either
Moncton or Amherst. There were
mamomth mangels, prodigious beets,
enormous turpips, immense cabbages
and huge equasher, and the display
of other roots and vegetables was
almost equally striking. The exhi-
bit of grains and seeds was not
lsrge, but goad, aod the same may
be said of the display of flowering

scarcely equal in quality or quantity
to what msy be seen in the Annapo-
lis Valley There was s flae exhi-
bit of batter, of such uniform excel-
lence of quality that the juiges must
have found considerable difficolty in
making the awards, but the show of
cheese was rather meagre and not at
all impesing in appesarance.

In ladies’ fancy work and in do-
mestic manufactures, the show as
usual was excellent. - Theinevitable
rag-mate and patchwerk quilts were
present in reduced numbers, but
this was evidently a case of the sur-
vival of the fittest, for the specimens
shown g@eere unusually good. The
venerable sample of hair work which
has (dis) graced so many exhibitions
was conapiocuous by its absence and
will probably never take another
prize, as that elass of work has been
wisely removed from the list. In
other manufactures there were good
exhibits of harness upper leath-
or, calf-skins, dyed sheep-skin mats,
team harness and sisgle harness,and
Mr. Abner Smith made a fine exhi-
bit of boots and shoes, for which
there ware no prizes, but which
were good specimens of home mana-
factures. Mr. Charles Pickard’s
show of fur coats and far lined
oloaks sttracted moch attention and
received honerable  mention.
Among other things receiving hon-
orable mention were the organs and
sewing machines exhibited by Mr.
G. O. Fawcett and the Shonniger
pisno and organ shown by Prof.
Max M- Sterne. Mr. Fawcett's ex-
bibit, which wasinchargeofMr. H. A.
Hillcoat, and Prof. Clarke, compris-
ed one of the justly celebrated instru-
ments made by the W. Bell Organ
Co., of Guelph, and a Cornwall or-
gan, manufactared at Hantington,
Quebec. These organs proved that
under the fostering effect of the N. P.
our Canadian manufacturers are ra-
pidly approaching perfection, for the
instraments were far superior in
sweetness and brillisncy of tone to
msny of the chieap and shewy organs
imported from the United Ststes,

The show of cattle was large and
good and included some very fine
animals. There was as usual an ex-
cellent exhibit of Shorthorne and
Polled Angus, and the show of Jer-
seys was probably the largest ever
seen on the grounds. The show of
grade cattle was unusually large and
incladed some remarkably good
specimens. One novelty was a red
polled Norfolk—the first of the
breed ever feen on the grounds—
which attracted & large amount of
attent, 20

The sho:¥ of sheep was small but
good, and the s2@e may be said of
the poultry, In “the Jatter class
some of the exhibits 8ppeared to
poor advantage for want O suitable
coops. It is poor cconomy 1 exhib-
it fowls in emall and unsui‘able
boxes, especially when tbe boxes ard
placed en the ground in such a pos-
ition that the iniaates can only be
seen by stooping, and it is both un-
wise and oruel to confine poultry in
boxes too small to permit them to
stand erect.

The part of the show in which
there was the greatest improvement
both in number and quality, was
undoubtedly the horses. Of the 800
entries for the whole exhibition,
nearly 150 were horses, and many of
them were animals which would
have done no discredit to more pre-
tentious shows. As compsied with
former exhibitions the improvement
in horses and particularly in colts
is very marked, and it is safe to say
that the horse show this year wud
fifty per cent. better thap that of
five years ago. This is very gratify-
ing, for it proves that the farmers of
Sackville and Westmorlana are
awaking to the importance of care-
ful breeding. There is still room
for improvement io this respect, but
muoch has already been done, and
the excellence of the youngsters ex-
hibited gives promise that the day
of “scrubs” is drawing to a close.
Some or the sections were very fuall,
there being, for instance, no less
than fifteen eotries in twe year-old
general purpose colts. The exhibit
of carriage horses driven by ladies,
which was so successfully introduced
last season, proved a great attrac-
tion this year and was one of the
most takiog features of the show.
