THE MARQUESS OF DUFFERIN.

A recent issue of the London Times
gives a detailed and interesting ¢
of the speeches made upon the occasion
of the presentation of the freedom of
the city of London to Lord Duffeirn, now
Marquess of Dufferin and Ava. The
Marquess, in response to the toast of his
health, referred most feelingly to Canada
a8 a country “I shall never cease to re-
gard with gratitude and aftection.” Ever
since the noble Marquess left our shores
the hearts of the people of Canada have
gone out to him, and in every position he
has since filled he has been watched by
all Canadians as one in whom they had a
deep and permanent interest. It is
quite safe to state that no Governor Gen-
eral ever endeared himself more to the
people of Canada than Dufferin did nor
gave us greater reason to be proud of
our official head. Wherever his lot may
be cast he may feel that Canadians will
never cease to regard him with that
gratitude and affection which he has
ever shown towards those ever whom he
once 80 ably presided.

ON ACCOUNT OF OFFICIOUSNESS.

The taxpayers of Canada are likely to
be again put in for heavy damages solely
on account of the officiousness of cus-
toms officials. Not long ago the officials
at Montreal seized and retained a quan-
tity of goods shipped by Messrs. J,C.
Ayer & Co., patent medicine manufac-
turers, of Lowell, Mass, and for the loss
thus occasioned, the firm have brought
an action against the domimion govern-
ment for $124,000. The American firm
evidently know what they are doing,
having once before beaten the govern-
ment in a somewhat similar case, Chief
Justice Ritchie deciding that the officials
had exceeded their duty in making the
seizure. The government had thus to
restore the goods and pay the costs. In
the present case the government are
likely again to be the losers and the peo-
ple of Canada will thus have to pay for
the officiousness of self-important offi-
cials.

The Chicago Tribune, in a recent ar-
ticle, puts the responsibility for our un-
wise ial hip with the
United States upon the proper shoul
ders : “The whole trouble is with the
Canadian tory party. * * * ° There
would be no trouble if Canada were
ready for Unrestricted Reciprocity.

Recognizing the gravity of
their offence, the lynchers sent for a
physician. After two hours’ work Lar-
king was resuscitated and taken to the
farmor’s house, where he now liesiu an
unconscious  condition, The partici-
pauts in the lynching are all known.and
are in a fearful state, for, should Larkins
die, they will be tried for murder.
