London, Nov, 22.—Emperor Francis 
Joseph died last night at 9 o’clock 
at Schoenbrqu Casu^ according to a 
Rentier despatch from Vienna, by way 
of Amsterdam.

The first intimation received here 
that Emperor Francis Joseph’s hearth 
was again the subject of solicitation 
was contained in a despatch datird 
Nov. 12, emanating from a Vienna 
news agency, which reported that the 
Emperor had been suffering for some 
days from a slight catarrhal affection.

Subsequent reports from various 
sources, more or less conflictiLg, rep­
resented that his condition was be­
coming worse, hut none of them indi­
cated that his illness threatened to 
reach a critical state, and from Vi­
enna came assurances that he was 
stlil able to give audiences to one or 
more ministère daily.

The New Emperor.
What gave some credence to the 

suspicion that his condition was much 
graver than the official bulletins in- 

I dicated was the report, which etiH 
1 lacks official confirmation, that It had 
I baen decided to associate the heir to 
the throne, Archduke Charles Francis, 
in the government of the country, and 
that he was to assume the position on 
December 2 on the 68th anniversary 
of the Emperor’s ascension to the 
throne. So far as is known Archduke 
Charles is still at the front in com­
mand of the army.

Archduke Chia-rles Francis, grand 
nephew of Emperor Francis Joseph, 
became lifeir to the throne of Austria- 
Hungary by the assassination of Arch­
duke Francis Ferdinand in Bosnia 
prior to the outbreak of the war.

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has been in command of the Austrian 
armies on various fronts during the 
past two years.

Archdjike Charles Francis was bora 
on August 17/1887: His wife was
Princess Zita, of the Bourbon House 
of Parma. His father was the Arch­
duke Otto, who was the younger 
brother of Francis Ferdinand.

Francis Joseph has hem 68 years 
on the throne, a record almost un­
rivalled in history. Louis XIV., the 
“Grand Monarch,” was 72 years on the 
throne of France.

Emperor’s Long Reign.
The death of Emperor Franz Josef 

of Austria-Hungary brings to a close 
one of the longest reigns of modern, 
times,, and one that cannot be corn- 
barfed in its achievements with any 
other save that of. Queen Victoria. 
The dead ruler was a typical Haps- 
burg, power-loving, aristocratic, crazed 
with militarism and enamored of 
many women.

He was born in 1830 and when only 
IS1" found himself master of an empire. 
His uncle-, the Emperor Ferdinand, 
abdicated when affairs in his domain 
made him believe it could not exist 
long. But young as he wias Franz 
Josef was resourceful. S 

From December 2, 1848, when hie 
became a many-titled emperor, until 
1866, he barely managed to keep the 
parts of his country .together.

The Hungarians had been gaining 
renewed strength in their war for 
separation from the dual monarchy. 
The diet proclaimed Hungary a re­
public with Kossuth as governor, in 
1848. A year later Kossuth resigned 
his military and civil power, the Aus­
trians completed the subjugation of 
Hungary, treating it for many years 
as a conquered country.

Battlèv-©f Solferlnoi
Then came the battle of Solferino, 

when Austria 'lost her Italian posses­
sions, the spirit with Germany and 
the victory of the Germans in the 
summer of 1866. This disaster would 
have humbled an ordinary pi’Jer, but 

j not Franz Josef. He had engaged ln 
i five wars, lost thousands of troops 
and two kingdoms. Then, when near­
ly eighty years old, he acquired Bomkt 
and Herzegovina, which nearly com­
pensated the lose of his Italian In­
fluence.

During the 68 years of his reign 
j Franz Josef saw his empire increase 
I in population from 34,000,000 -to 60,
I 000,000.

Hie Marriage.
With his marriage to his beautiful 

cousin, the Archduchess Elizabeth, 
aged 17, in -1864, oame the eeocmd im­
portant period in his life. The un­
happiness of -th/eir married life was 
long a scandal! in Europe. The em­
press was held a virtual prisoner for 
many years. In her later years she 
was' permitted .toutravel about Europe; 
on one of 'these journeys, while at 
Geneva, she was struck to tine heart 
by a dagger of an Italian anarchist, 
Luigi Luccenl.

Romance soon after entered the life 
of the widowed -emperor. The woman 
who won his heart was a beautiful 
actress, now known as Frau Katrina 
Schratt, whom he lias maintained 
in a Vienna fiait, visiting, her almost 
daily, assuming the name of “Col. 
Schratt”

The emperor’s brother, Maximilian, 
was persuaded by Napoleon III. to ac­
cept the throne of Mexico. The Arch­
duchess Charlotte, wife of Maxim®- 
lan, strongly urged her husband to 
accept the crown; Hater, when Mort- 

i cans had risen against the emperor, 
she hurried to Europe in vain for aid. 
Maximilian was overthrown, and shot 
by the Mexicans; Charlotte lost her

reason, and. has been confined ln a 
sanitarium since.

Many Tragedies.
Other tragedies and romances have 

embittered the life of the aged Franz 
Josef. His only son. the Archduke Ru­
dolph, was married to the Princess 
Stephanie, after he had fallen in love 
with the Baroness Marie Vetsera. 

He I Later Rudolph tried to divorce Ills
wife to marry the baroness, but in
this his wishes were denied by the em­
peror. A reconciliation dinner was ar­
ranged, at which the archduke and his 
w[Efe were to meet. She came, and 
with other guests awaited the coming 
of Rudolph. They waited until news 
came to them that Rudolph had been 
found dead in the arms of the baro­
ness, also dead, in a hunting lodge.

The emperor’s nephew, the Arch­
duke Johann, lost his heart to Mile. 
Mill! Stubel, a pretty dancer. Their 
marriage was forbidden by Franz 
Josef, unless the archduke would con­
sent to give up his rank and renounce 
his allegiance to his country. Johann 
became plain Johann Orth, married 
the dancer and sailed from London to 
South America in 1866. Neither were 
ever heard of again, a shipwreck prob- 
albly ending their lives, although in 
late years there have been several 
pretenders who claimed to be the long 
lost archduke.

Attempts to Kill Heir.
The morganatic marriage of Franz 

Ferdinand, the heir apparent, contrary 
to the emperor’s wishes, brought an 
added sorrow. Constant threats and 
two actual attempts to assassinate 
him made his life an uneasy one.

Franz Josef was a man of Iron. He 
had little humor in his make-up. He 
wanted to be considered a great sol­
dier, and hjs rooms in his various pal­

aces were furnished with Spartan sim­
plicity.

He slept in a small Iron bed which 
would have been in better surround­
ings had it adorned a prison cell. His 
personal habits were temperate, and 
he had a strong constitution up to his 
last years. Simple in his tastes, hand­
some, plain in his living, sincere, af­
fable, beloved of children and loving 
them, and often showing great hero­
ism, he was loved by all his people in 
spite of his faults.

London I» Disturbed.
London Nov. 21.—The occupation of 

the Roumanian town of <fratova, re­
ported by German official headquar­
ters tonight, has not yet bees confirm­
ed from the Entente side, but the fact 
that no 'Roumanian official report has 
been issued since Sunday leaves little 
reason to doubt Its correctness.

The official reporta from both Ger­
man and Russian headquarters the 
last two days has prepared the public 
ftor this news of the success of the 
Central Powers’ thrust at Roumanie, 
but it had been hoped that Russia, 
which was known to be sending rein­
forcements into Roumanie as fast as 
possible, might be ln time to avert the 
blow.

Craiova is an important town in the 
centre of a great grain district on the 
edge of the WalalcMan plain, and Is an 
important railway junction. Its pos­
session by the Central Powers cuts 
the railway communication of the 
Roumanian armies holding the Orsova 
region to the west. As the lines from 
Turgu-Jlul, south of Vulcan Pass, and 
from the Danube frontier opposite 
Vldln, pass through Craiova, the posi­
tion of the Roumanian forces in Or­
sova are now extremely critical, and 
they may be compelled to evacuate the

More Assassinations.
The crowning blow to the aged em­

peror came ln 1914, when the heir to 
the Austrian throne and his wife Were 
assassinated in Sarejevo, Bosnia, by 

erbians. This tragedy led to war 
with Serbia, and soon afterwards the 
present great world war started.

His earlier stormy, ill-guided life did 
not forecast the kind of ruler he was 
destined to be. His high sense of duty 
and responsibility to the people 
brought him safely through many 
crises of state, and with his death 
Europe loses the last of the old mon­
arch s whose life mirrored the progress 
made by their empires.

LEFT LARGE ESTATE.

Tuberculosis Rapidly Increasing 
Among Children of Belgium and 

Northern France.
More Food Urgently Needed to Keep up Their Strength

An interview with Mr. W. L. Honnold, American Director 
of the Belgian Relief Commission, brings to light a new danger 
threatening the population of the territory occupied by Germany.

Mr. Honnold reports that about 5,000,000 wholly or 
partially destitute people, who have been dependent on the 
Commission, generally show diminished vitality. The effects are 
most apparent among the older children, particularly those in the 
adolescent stage. Among these there is an alarming increase of 
tuberculosis, due to the lower power of resistance consequent on 
an inadequate diet ■

To overcome this serious danger, the Commission appeals for extra 
contributions so that a special meal can be served every day in the schools. 
Efforts are also being made to provide as tar as possible for children outside 
the schools.
