ALBANY, April 26.—State Entomologist
J. A. Lintner thinks the bill providing a
bounty of two cents a head for English
sparrows, in order to exterminate them,
is a dangerous one and would result in
the destruction of the remaining native
swamp, song, tree chipping, and field
sparrows by irresponsible parties. These
are a valuable class of weed and insect
birds, and the game laws seek to protect
them by imposing heavy penalties forkill-
ing them. The average person who would,
seek the English sparrow for the bounty
could not distinguish the native from the
foreign bird. To carry.out this law it
would cost nearly  $2,000,000 the first
year for bounties. He has receivefl at
letter from the National Ornithologist at
Washington, who said that the surplus
in the United States Treasury would not
be sufficient to pay the bounty for exter-
minating the English sparrows in New
York State.

Mouxt CARMEL, Pa., May 6.—A {reight
train on the Philadelphia and Reading
railroad got disconnected on a long grade
near here last night, and the rear section
eollided with the first section at the foot
of the grade, exploding,k a carload of
Dupont powder. Near the ‘track stood
two rows of seventeen houses, cccupied
by the Philadelphia Coal and Iron
company’s employes. The explosicn
wrecked all the houses and twelve cars.
The stoves ignited the ruins which burn-
el. John Quinnand two girls, occupants
of one house, were burned up. Quinn’s
two boys escaped with bad burns.—
While Simon Keswick carried his wife
from his burning dwelling his five chil-
dren were consumed. Thirty persons
were burned or injured, some very
geriously. The money loss is $75,000.

A Bic Skizure oF Fisa.— Although
it is contrary to law to fish or expoxt. bass
during the close season, there are some
people bold enough to engage in it, so
that Fishery Overseer O’'Brien has his
hands full in watching the violators of
the law. This morning he visited the
International Steamship wharf, and find-
ing four barrels and four large boxes of
the fish, labelled for Boston, he seized
aud confiscated them. He afterwards
distributed the fish among the charitable
institutions.—Globe.

It pays
something beyond ihis point, which
is probably more tban could be
realized from the same capital other-
wise invested, and if provided with
better stock and given the advantage
of more care and study there are
few farms which cannot be made to
pay a great deal better than they
are now deing under the manage-
ment of dissatisfied owners who are
lcoking for a chance to sell out.

If the farmer expects to embark
his capital in trade, hie is venluring
upon lices entirely new to his ex-
perience, in which competition ' is
very close and often ruiuous, and
where the ground is more than w1
o:cupied already by men trained n
business and alert to perceive and
avail themselves of every advauntage.
Peihups the farmer will succeed here,
where trained and experienced men
can make but little an'l often iguo-
miniously fai!, but the chances aie
that he will lose instead of gain, and
wi'l be found a few years hence
striviog with diminiched eapital and
greater disadvantages to re-establish
himself in farming which be had no
business to have abandoned.

The fact is farmers have no occa-
sion to be dissatisfied with their con-
dition. They are better off and do-
ing better as a ciass than any other
class of men in #he comwmunity.

ARBOR DAY. |
I"ifty y ears ago there was a spring-
known at Williams
Gollege, Massachusetts, as ** Tree
Day,” when tbe students betook
themselves to the Berkshire hiils and
wocds, snd came home laden with
trees which they planted in the Col-
lege grounds and the village streets.
The custom survived .until a few
vears ago, and may still survive.—
It resulied in making that beautiful
valley a very forest of foliage.
Similar customs prevailed in’ many
otber New England towns. ** Arbor
Day,” known to the laws of so many
S*a'es, had its origin not merely in
the idea of beautitying hamlets and
howes eads, but in increasing ihe
torest aiea., The Nebraska Agri-
culinral Society first set the bail in
motion in 1874, acd it is claimed
that the people planted twelve mil
iicn trees 1hat year, and that now
the ‘State has more than a husdred
thousand acres of planed forest.

CRANBERRY CULTURE.

The soil for the futnre cranberry

planiation having beea chosen, its
preparation for planticg is next in
order,
The soil must be cleare:1 of ail:ob-
structions, such as bashes, roots,
sticks etc. If # swamp has been se-
lected, a wide ditch, at least two feet
in depth below tne mean leve!, must
be dug, in order to afford thorough
drainage at the periols when dryness
isrequired. When completely drain-
ed, the turf and moss ehould be bure-
ed, which may be done in the dryest
part of the summer taking precau-
tions against the fire spreading to
other portions of the farm. When
the first stage of preparation is com-
pleted, the swamp should be clean of
sticks, s'umps, roots, bushes, and
turf, with tie main drain, above
mentioned, and smaaller gside drains,
about two roods apart, in good work-
ing order; it is then ready for sand-
ing. The comparatively leisure
period which elapses between seed
time and the beginning of harvest, is
the most suitable time, in every re-
spect, for doing this part of the work,
as we!l as sanding.

If an o!d mill pond is the spot
selected, the first thing necessary is
thorough drainage, with the removal
of all obstructions. In rare ine
stances, ponds will not require sand-
ing, if they are situated in a section
where the land is ot such a formation
as to give a sandy wasih from the
surrounding fields, and which the
slowly moving water of the pond will
have evenly distributed on the bot-
tom.

Having now a clear sorface of
muck. the next, and very important,
work is ‘ sanding,” to which fre-
quent reference has been made.
Coarse sand, such as shore gand, is
the best. Road sand is rather too
loamy in most places. An advan-

GIVE THE FARM THE PROPER
CREDITS.

We tave friend who is anxious to
sell Lis farm, which he regards as
worth $16,000, ** because it does not
pay.” and put his capital at interest.
Probably the worst calamity which
conld befall him woald be that ha
should find a customer. Seven per
cent. is certainly as high interest,as
he can depend upon, and evenif none
of his capital is at any time id'e his

tage in using shore sand is that it is
usually more eusily procarable.

The cranberry meadow that is to
be, requires to be sanded to the
depth of three or four inches, and in
deep muck from five to six inches,
and this work must be evenly done
if the best results are aimed at by
the cultivator. It may be carried
over the future meadow by means of
a light, flat truck, somewhat similar
to a railway “ trolly” or *¢lorrie,”
the track being simply inch boards
or thin planks, or a cheap, light and
essily movableé track may be made
of scantling about the same siz: as
ordinary lath studdiog, with inch
boards, four or five feet in length,
nailed to their uader surface as
sleepers.

TREE PEDLARS.

The tree agentis the ontgrowth of
tae nursery business before pablic
means of commuuication were as
abufdant as now, and wken farmers
knew much less about trees and fruits
and the wode of procuring them d:-
rcet from the nnrsery. Then, if
honest, and acquainted with frait
cutture, he d.d gocd, being a sort of
house-to-house missicnary for pro-
pagating a sort of gospel, which was
siow be disseminated. Now we
don’t need him. Eauterprising fruit
growers and tree-plantera take the
papers, read the articles and the ad-
vertisemeuts and are also geperajly
well supplied with catalogues. They
know (vaguely, at least), who stand
well as nurserymen, and have hut to
consult the papers to be able to order
inteiligently.

It is best to use rock salt for ani-
mals, keeping a piece under shelier
where they can lick it any tine they
choose, Salt given once a week in
the fields is mainly wasted. It is
eaten in such quantities that it acts
as a purgative by irritating the
stomach, and this gets tLe animal-
out of sorts.” With free access to a
laomp of rock salt stock will lick it
nearly every day, taking this neces-
sary condiment much as men have
learned to do in the quantities daily
reqaired by them when eating various
kinds of food.
