WHAT A BRITISH ELECTION COSTS.
Whatever else the general elections
in Great Britain may do, it will put
at least $8,000,000 into circulation, and
that will all be spent at home. Ac-
cording to official returns the total
cost of the election of 1906 “was £1,-
166,853, or approximately six million
dollars. That included all the returning
officers’ charges. But it did not in-
clude the expenditure of the multitude
of outside political organizations which
have sprung into being, all the leagues
and associations, and it did not include
the expenditure of political enthus-
iasts who were not nized  as
“agents”” for any of the candidates.
Nothing is set down, for instance, for
the use of carriages, although the ex-
penditure in that direction, even
though all the vehicles be private pro-
perty, and freely lent, is heavy. An ex-
perienced election agent, familiar with
the work all over the country, esti-
mates that the amount of money spent
in an election, over and above that in-
curred by the returning officers, the
candidates and their agents, is about
half a million sterling or £2,500,000.

POSTERS FEATURE OF CAMPAIGN.

Losing no time after the declaration
of war, the Conservative headquarters in
London, England, has begun its cam-
paign by the issue of 100,000 Tariff Re-
form posters. One of the posters shows
the gaunt figure of an out-of-work man
whe, with hands thrown out, is exclaim-
ing, “It's work we want.” Another pos-
ter bearing the words. ‘“Where is that
Radical cheap loaf”’ shows two loaves
side by side, one price at 4 1-2d., the
other at 6d. The latter is labelled “Und-
er Radical Government,”’ and the form-
er “Under Unionist Government,”” Oth-
er pictures equally striking are being
sent out. They will be changed on the
boardings every few weeks till the elec-
tion is over. Special attention in this
poster campaign is being given Lan-
cashire and the north.

He was allowed to get into
the cart, and the lines were handed over
Then the trouble started, which
resulted in Foyster’s injuries. As soon
as they let go he commenced to yell
and hit the horse with the lines. The
horse was surprised at such treatment,
reared on its hind feet, dropped down
and kicked, one of its feet going over
the dash board. Tt then started off on
three legs, but went only about 30 yards
before it fell, throwing Foyster out and
injuring him.

In answer to Mr. Kerr's questions, he
said the horse was a very fiery one, and
it was dangerous for any man to at-
tempt to drive it, but his reason for al-
iowing Foyster to do so was that he
claimed he could do 80 much he wanted
to see him demonstrate his ability.

H. H. Bonder, inspector for the Domin-
ion Guarantee Company, said Foyster
had told him that he borrowed the horse
to go for some washing. The reason he
recommended the company not to pay
the money was because he considered
the man had been under the influence
of liguor, and the policy was not good
under such conditions.

Judgment was given for the plaintiff
for $90 and costs on the Division Court
scale.
