Another Rallway Herror,

The worst accident which has oooured
oo the Grand Trunk railway for many
years took place last Sunday morning
(April 28) about 3 miles west of Hamil
ton, Ontario. The daily papers contain
the fullowiog particulars of the disaster:

The engine of the St. Louis express
from ‘Windsor to Suspension bridge,
jumiped the track at the Juuction cut and
pitehed into a water tank, The baggage
sod smoking ear in the rear telesooped
end imwediately tcox fire before the pas
sengers could be got out or any assistance
rendered. The fire quickly communicat-
od to the cars in the rear aud soon four
more cars wercablazz, The passengers,
bowever, managed to get out of the latter
four, and tried to save thoss in the burn-
ing smoking ear, but witbout success.
*"The wreeking of the water tank cut off
the supply of water to a very large extent,
and what water could be got had to be
applied by means of pails. There were

and train bands on board, and of these
about thirty paseengers were in the
smoking car. As far as can be learned,
thirteen passengers got out of the emoker,
two were killed instantly, one of them
being L. 8. Gurney, who wason his way
from Chicago to New York, and the other,
sn Italian, npame unkoown, The
remains of fiften bodies have been taken
out of the wreck, which, with the two
killed and thirteen rescued, all more or
less wounded, make up the thirty, who
are supposed to be all that were in the
smoker.
. None of the train hands were seriously
joréd, the worst being Edwie Chapman
London, the fireman, whe had his
right arm burned and a scalp wound.

Neue of the fifteen who were taken off
the wreek after the fire have been iden-
tified. It is doubted if any of them will
be identified for some days, as the rc-
mains arc charred beyond all recogition.
Many of them were mangled, horribly,
before the fire, and almost all of them
were taken out in pieces. The whole
fifteen were huddled together in the
forward end of the smoking o.l; Tt:;.

A want of oconfidence amendment by
Mr. Laurier to prevent a subsidy being
granted to the service to  Australia, was
lost in a slim house Ly fifty-five to seventy-
seven, and Mr, Davies” amendmeant of a
like pature with regard to the China and
Japan service was megatived without
division.

Mr. Davies lest his head and fcrocious-
ly acoused Hon. Mr. Foster of concealing

ocorrespondence on this serviee feom the

house. He was utterly routed by the
ficance minister, who proved by Hanzard
that Mr. Davies had juggled the faects
and put words in his mouth he had
never uttered.

On ocoacurrence in the Atlantio fast
mail enbsidy, Mr. Jones of Halifax re-
iterated his opposition to the scheme and
waoted slower steamers, capable of carry-
ing two'or threc thousand tens of freight.
He likewise moved a want of confidence
resolution, seconded by Mr. Weldon of
8t Joho, to change the resolution so as to
provide for only a seventeen knot service,
Six o'clock,

After recess, the house voted down the
two amendments to the steamship sub-
sidy resolutions and Hos. Mr, Foster
introduced a bill founded thoreon.

Sir John Thompson committed Clarke
Wallace's aoti eombines biil, as amended
by the banking committec, which gave
risc 8 to protracted disoussion.
