The recent auction sale at Hood
Farm, Lowell, Mass., dispersed 154
beautiful Jerseys to breeders and farm-
ers all over the country from Maine to
Oregon, it being the largest and most
successful sale of American-bred Jer-
seya that has been held in this country
for years.

Thirty head by
the great show bull Hood Farm Pogis
sold for $3,810; 19 by Torono for $2,9075
8 by Sophie’s Tormentor for $2,296, an
average of $287; 8 by Brown Bessie’s

Hood Farm Pogis 9th is re-
tained at the Hood farm herd. Heis a
son of the famous cow Figgis, by the
great show bull Hood Farm Pogis.
Figgis herself was the grest plam of the
sale and was bought by the well known
banker and copper magnate, Mr. Thos.
W. Lawson of Boston. The price paid
was $875.

This sale, reduces the Hood Farm
to a more convenient basis for business,
and young stock from the great pro-
ducing sires and dams at Hood Farm
will continue to be in demand among
progressive breeders.
